(a)
Report from Cury School

A report had not been received from the School.
(b)
Report from Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand
Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand had given his apologies to the meeting.  Neighbourhood Plans were mentioned again at the CNP Meeting held in September, and Councillor Rand had recently circulated an email from the Planning Officer following his request for assistance for a plan for the whole of the Lizard Peninsula.  Councillor R Wright had replied to that email asking for more information regarding the need for additional housing, costs involved and man hours required.
(c)
Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

The agenda of the last meeting of the CNP was based around policing in the area.  Unfortunately, out of the three representatives invited to attend, only Sergeant Mark Cooper was present.  The issue of a lack of police presence and the increase of dangerous driving in and around the Lizard Peninsula was raised and Sergeant Cooper advised the meeting that there were so few resources in the area that very occasionally there were no Officers available to respond to 999 calls this side of Plymouth.  The police relied heavily on information provided by the public, but safeguarding issues were their priority.  It was felt that a representative from the Police Commissioners Office should be questioned about staffing levels.
At that meeting, Councillor S Sugrue was delighted to learn that Nantithet was to be considered for a Traffic Regulation Order.  The details of that Order was still to be agreed with Cornwall Council, once the new Highways Safety Officer was in post.

Planning Matters

(a)
Planning Applications
(i) PA17/07654 - Mr E Duke - Dukestone of Cornwall, Units 7A And 19 Higher Bochym, Rural Workshops, Cury Cross Lanes -Proposed non heated industrial extension 
Councillors felt that this was a planning application that should receive the full support of the Council as it was a business that was growing and would provide additional employment if it continued to expand.

It was proposed by Councillor Miss P Oates, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to support the application.

(ii) PA17/08806 - Ms A Sheppard - Garages Parc Enys - Proposed demolition of garages and replace with 3 dwellings and associated parking
The Clerk advised the meeting that there had been one letter of objection submitted online.  Feelings were strong amongst the residents of the area and they were encouraged to submit individual letters to the Planning Authority.
There was an existing problem with vehicles parking in and around the entrance to Parc Enys.  Councillors invited the Planning Officer and Applicant to visit the site during the evenings and weekends to get a true reflection of the problems.  The removal of the garages would undoubtedly exacerbate the problem as the vehicles parked in the garages would have to park somewhere else, and there simply wasn’t anywhere else to park.  If the garages were to be demolished due to them being unserviceable and no longer required, a suggestion would be to level the area and turn it into additional car parking for the estate. Access to the main road from Parc Enys was dangerous due to the lay of the road and the inability to clearly see approaching vehicles.  Creating more housing would increase the number of vehicle movements onto the main road.
However, some Councillors felt that more social housing was required within the Parish and that we should be encouraging families to move into the village to safeguard the future of the school.

It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor K Lightfoot and RESOLVED to object to the planning application for the following reasons:-

· Existing parking problem would be exacerbated by the loss of the garages and the creation of more houses with more cars;

· Access onto the main road was dangerous due to the lay of the land.

(iii) PA17/09051 – Mr G Dyer - Land Opposite Cobblers Cottage Nantithet - Re-submission of withdrawn Outline Planning (PA16/08942) for a modest residential development with all matters reserved 
Two letters of objection had been received online by the properties nearest to the site.  The Clerk read these to the meeting.

Councillors felt that this land should not be developed for housing.  The access from the site was onto a narrow winding road with a national speed limit and creating additional vehicular movement onto that road would inevitably cause accidents.

The land was known to be an overflow for the river that runs immediately adjacent to the site.  Parts of the site were often seen to be under water.  Building on the site would exacerbate the flooding of the road and potentially other properties located on the edge of the river.

There is no need to build open market houses in this Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  Building on this site does not enhance the AONB, in fact it would have the very opposite effect.

It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and PROPOSED to object the planning application.

(iv) PA17/09799 – Mr & Mrs J Freeman- 4 Gweal Wollas Fields, White Cross - Proposed Extension 
It was mentioned that the majority of the original two bedroomed affordable houses had now been extended into three bedroom houses, which would make them less affordable to first time buyers.  However, the families in the houses were growing and they should be encouraged to stay in the village to secure the future of the school.

It was proposed by Councillor B Lugg, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to support the application.

(v) PA17/09548 - Mr P Ferris - Burnow Farm, Gunwalloe Road - Conversion of semi derelict cowshed into holiday/rental accommodation
It was agreed that redundant farm buildings should be converted to an alternative use if done so sympathetically.

It was proposed by Councillor S Sugrue, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to support the application.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
The Clerk advised the meeting that the exterior of the changing rooms would be painted in March.
The site meeting scheduled to be held on 21 October 2017 had been poorly attended and would be rescheduled in the spring.

Helston Football Club had showed an interest in using the pitch.  Councillor B Lugg would continue to liaise with the manager of the club and would keep the Parish Council updated on any progress made.  He would have the electrics in the changing room checked.

The Chairman would be reminded again about the old goal posts needing to be removed from the playing field. 

Mr Roger Smout asked the meeting to fund the purchasing of weed killer for him to treat the playing field bank.  Councillors supported this request.  The Contractor would be asked to cut the bank once more this year.  Councillor Miss P Oates had received a complaint from the W.I. stating that the recently planted daffodil bulbs had been cut off with the strimmer.  It was thought to be unlikely that the daffodils were out of the ground yet.  Councillor R Curnow was thanked for the donation of the bulbs.
(b)
Highways
The refurbishment of the fingerpost at Cury Cross Lanes had come to a halt.  The Clerk would chase the Highways Manager again for costings.
(c)
Public Rights of Way 
Councillor Miss P Oates suggested that footpath 10, which led from the Church, through Nanfan Farm and down to the river should be diverted to join footpath 6 across the top of the field below Gweal Wollas.  Footpath 10 no longer met up with the path in Mullion and walkers were unable to go anywhere once they reached the river at the bottom of the valley.  The Clerk would contact the Public Rights of Way Officer, but warned Councillors that diverting a footpath was both costly and lengthy.

There had been two burials in the cemetery since the last meeting.  A small hole had opened up on the main path (near to the bin).  Councillor R Curnow would take a look at it and fill it with concrete.

Councillor R Wright was delighted with the Emergency Plan Test Event that took place on Friday 29 September 2017.  16 volunteers attended the evening which proved to be very useful.  Councillor R Wright was working his way through the issues highlighted from that event.  He would also contact all the volunteers regarding being involved in the 2018 Plan.
