Five members of the public were in attendance.

1.	Apologies

Councillor N Harris had submitted his apologies to the meeting.

2.	Declarations of Interest 

Councillor Mrs L Richards declared an interest in PA23/02208, signed the Declaration of Interests and left the meeting during the discussion and the vote.

3.	Chairman’s Comments

It was proposed by Councillor S Sugrue, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 23 March 2023 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

None.

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Councillor A Soady had submitted his apologies to the meeting.  He had sent a short report saying that he’d met with the new Highways Manager – Andy Hoskin.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Partnership

It was agreed that Councillor J Rand would continue to be the representative.  The next meeting would be held on 7 June 2023.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

Councillor Mrs L Richards declared an interest in this item and left the meeting.

PA23/02208 - Mr & Mrs Palmer - Sunny Corner, White Cross - Loft conversion and balcony area

There were two objections online and two members of the public attended the meeting to object to the application.  The main concerns were surrounding the proposed balcony and the overlooking, privacy and noise issues that would arise from such a large balcony.

It was proposed by Councillor A Glover, second by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to object to the planning application for the reasons given above.

Councillor Mrs L Richards returned to the meeting.	

(b)	Planning Decisions

(i)	PA23/01821 - Pol Glas Cabin, Nanfant - Addition of Solar Panels to Existing Building – Approved

(ii)	PA23/00571 - Trouble My Wits, Cury - The erection of a 12 metre x 6 metre residential timber building on a prepared concrete base, and associated works – Refused 

(iii)	PA23/01395 – Franchis Holiday Park, Bochym Hill – Proposed siting of 1 static home - Approved

(c) 	Planning Correspondence

The Applicants of PA23/00571, which had been refused by Cornwall Council, attended the meeting and raised their concerns over not having warning of the Parish Council discussing their application at the last meeting.  The Clerk explained that due to the Council only meeting bi-monthly, any last minute applications received from the Planning Department at Cornwall Council were taken, whether they were on the published agenda or not.  The Applicant’s were disappointed with the Parish Council’s objections.  It was noted that the Planning Officer had responded negatively to the pre-app which was submitted before the full planning application, which he then went on to refuse.  The Applicant’s were advised of their right to appeal to the Planning Inspector, but that the Planning Authority would not change its decision.



8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

Councillor and the Clerk had met in the playing field last week to discuss the RoSPA report.  N action plan was drawn up and another meeting would be scheduled to repair the fence.

The suggestion of a running path around the outside of the playing field was discussed.  The Clerk would obtain quotes for a tarmac/concrete path.

(b)	Highways

The 30mph was still reading 60mph.  The Clerk would contact the new Highways Manager.

The ford at Nantithet appeared to be blocked.  The Clerk would also mention this to the Highways Manager.

(c)	Public Rights of Way 

The footpath from Colvennor to the village had an electric fence running alongside the hedge.  The ground was quite uneven.  Councillor Miss P Oates agreed to speak to the farmer.

The 1st cut of the public rights of way had been undertaken.

Dog fouling was still an issue.  The Clerk suggested biodegradable paint for spraying the fouling.

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The tree between the cemetery and the allotments was still in situ.  It was hoped that it would be removed in June.

It was hoped that Cury could partake in no mow May next year.  Councillor Mrs L Richards would remind the Clerk to cancel the Grounds Maintenance contractor in April.

(e)	Emergency Plan

The updated plan was still awaited.

The first aid training session would be held on 22 June 2023 in the Village Hall.  Councillor A Glover would produce a poster for circulation and take over communications while Councillor S Sugrue has his tech looked at for a bug.

9.	Annual Insurance Renewal 

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to accept the annual insurance renewal.




10.	To affiliate to Cornwall Association of Local Councils

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to affiliate to CALC for 2023/24.

11.	Financial Matters 

(a) 	Annual Accounts to Year End 31 March 2023

ii) To complete the Annual Governance Statement for the Year Ending 31 March 2023

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor A Glover and RESOLVED to receive and approved the internally audited accounts.  The Chairman signed the Audit form accordingly.

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED to receive and approved the internally audited accounts.  The Chairman signed the Audit form accordingly.

iii) To appoint an Internal Auditor for 2023-24

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED to appoint Michelle Bowley as the Internal Auditor for 2023-24.

(b)	To receive and approve the financial report for the previous two months

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.

(c)	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for grant funding 

Cornwall Air Ambulance had submitted a request for funding.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to donate £100.00 to the orginisation.

(d)	Other matters

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to donate £1000.00 to the Cury Community Amenity Committee to start fundraising for the next project in the village.

12.	Correspondence

The Clerk had received correspondence from the Mather Partnership to say that 9 Trelawney Terrace would be sold on the open market by Coastline.  Concern was raised that no S106 applied to this property.
