Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand
Councillor Rand advised the meeting that he had attended his last meeting of the Children and Families Overview and Scrutiny Committee.  He was delighted with the work undertaken by the Team and was proud to sit in the top 10 authorities in the Country.  The service remains massively underfunded.

The Council’s budget had increased by 4.99% in total, with 1.99% for the standard Council services and a 3% surcharge for adult social care.

Councillor R Wright thanked Councillor J Rand for his efforts for the Parish over his elected term.  Following the Elections in May, Cury would sit in a ward with Mullion, Grade Ruan, Gunwalloe, Landewednack and St Keverne.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
The Chairman had fixed the broken panels on the slide and fixed the gate latch.  The grass needed to be cut and the Clerk would chase it with Cormac.  The RoSPA inspection would take place in April.
(b)
Highways
The Verge Cutting complaint to Cormac had received a reply from the Highways Manager.  It stated what the requirements of the Highways Manual were.  Councillor R Wright would put together a map of verges in the Parish that hadn’t been cut for the past two years.  Councillor S Sugrue would map the private addresses that needed attention from Nantithet to the Village Hall and the Chairman would map the addresses from the Village Hall to Poldhu.  Those maps would be sent to the Highways Manager for action.
A reply to the emails regarding the Salting of the highways during freezing weather was still awaited.
The Highways Manager had also confirmed that the spring on Nantithet Hill would be addressed in the near future.

The Clerk was asked to request that the temporary ‘flood’ signs at the ford in Nantithet be removed, and that the flood level indicator be remarked with the depth figures.

Public Rights of Way 
Councillor Miss P Oates had contacted the Clerk to advise that a fallen tree was blocking footpath 208/3 between Little Parc and Pentreath.  This problem had been submitted to the Countryside Officer.
Cornwall Council had offered the Parish Council £586.96 for maintaining the Public Right of Way Network in 2021/22.  Mr Nick Syrett, the Footpath Contractor had agreed to undertake the work for the same amount.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to accept the offer from Cornwall Council.  Councillor Miss P Oates requested that we formally thanked Mr Syrett for his ongoing efforts in maintaining our footpaths.

Public Open Spaces
The Chairman had attended to the fallen tree limb in the allotments, but still needed to remove the limb in the Cemetery.
The ditch alongside the road from the Cemetery towards the church needed clearing out following the resurfacing.  The Clerk would contact Highways.
