Apologies

Apologies were submitted from Councillor B Lugg.

Declarations of Interest 

Councillor R Curnow declared a pecuniary interest in item 4 (a) (i) and signed the Register of Interests.  He left the room during the debate and the vote.

Minutes 
Following the circulation of the minutes, it was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 11 September 2019 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.
4. 
Planning Matters

(a)
Planning Applications
(i) PA19/07417 – Nanfan Farm, Churchtown - Continued use of land for the stationing of 8 caravans (for occasional seasonal occupation by farm workers) 
Councillor R Curnow left the meeting.

Concern was raised regarding the proposal due to permission only being place for five units of accommodation.  Three additional caravans had been added to the site since the last permission was granted in 2013.  The previous application expired in 2018 as the caravans were only permitted to be on the site for five years.

Previous planning applications which would see an increase in traffic on Church Lane had been opposed due to local complaints from residents about the amount and speed of the vehicles using the road.  The Parish Council had consistently opposed additional development further down Church Lane due to concerns from the neighbouring properties.

As well as the additional units of accommodation, Councillors felt that the change from a temporary approval to a permanent approval could also not be supported.  Although it was noted that the caravans would be removed if the business ceased to trade, there was concern over supporting a permanent approval.

It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by the Chairman and RESOLVED to object to this application for the reasons stated above.  Councillor K Lightfoot was in support of the application, and abstained from the vote.

Councillors agreed that an application for five caravans for a further five years would be favourably considered by the Parish Council.
Councillor R Curnow returned to the meeting.
(ii) PA19/08364 - Mrs West - Chez L'ouest - Without compliance of condition 4 PA18/05313 Proposed new dwelling with integrated annexe and retention of temporary caravan during the building works
Five members of the public spoke against the application.  There were also several comments online, and the Clerk had been contacted by other residents in the surrounding area.  Everyone had been encouraged to submit their comments direct to the Online Planning Register.

The Parish Council had approved the previous application on this site in an attempt to see the unsightly caravan removed from the plot.  In addition to supporting the previous application, Councillors had requested that a condition be placed on the Decision Notice requiring the removal of the caravan within 12 months of the approval be granted.  This fresh application was to extend the length of time the caravan is allowed on the site, for another 12 months.

It was noted by Councillors and members of the public that no development had taken place on the site since the previous permission was granted.  The Clerk advised the meeting that Building Regulation Approval had not been applied for.

It was felt by everyone at the meeting that it was doubtful that any development would take place on the site even if the caravan was allowed to remain for another 12 months.  Neighbours were having to live next to a very untidy plot with no end in sight and it had now come to the point of house values being affected.

Councillors were interested to learn if the Applicant was paying Council Tax on the site.

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and unanimously RESOLVED to object to this application for the reasons stated above.

(i) PA19/06249 - Mr J Slade - Nanfan Farm, Churchtown - Proposed Garages - Approved

To discuss the future of the play equipment in the park (following the site meeting)

Following the survey which had been distributed to all households in the Parish, the results showed that there was a need to maintain and improve the equipment in the Playing Field.  Councillors had held a site meeting at the Playing Field to inspect the existing equipment and the following comments had been made:-
Goal posts – great condition
Dug outs - leave as is, in the hope that a new Football Team could be found and would use them
Hedges needed cutting – the Clerk would chase Mr Henwood again
Climbing tower - at least two years left
Log link- at least two years left
Junior swings - possibly need new seats (wasn’t picked up in the ROSPA report) - structure sound for two years

See saw – good condition, needs oiling, Councillor K Lightfoot to undertake the work
Seat bench – good condition 
Picnic bench - needs replacing, obtain a quote for two benches in the spring
Toddler swings – at least two years left
Fence - needs painting (Councillor R Wright to find a contractor)

All play equipment needs metal work and wood work treatment – quotes being obtained
It was agreed that Councillors would hold a site meeting in October every year to ensure that the equipment was inspected twice yearly, once by RoSPA and once by the Parish Council.

Councillor R Wright had transcribed the Conveyance between the original Land Owners and the Parish Council for the sale of the field in 1935.  It stated that the field must be maintained as a Playing Field.  There was no mention as to who were the Trustees, nor could a Trustee document be located.  Councillor Miss P Oates was making enquiries of Kresen Kernow, and the Clerk would make contact with Randle Thomas, who was the last known solicitors of the Parish Council.  It was hoped that if the document was located, it would give a clear idea as to what was allowed to happen in the Playing Field in relation to charging for events.
