1.	Apologies

Councillor Mrs L Richards had submitted her apologies for absence.

It was proposed by Councillor A Glover, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meetings held on Thursday 28 September 2023 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

There was no update on the School.

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Cornwall Councillor A Soady thanked Councillors S Sugrue and A Glover for the excellent Emergency Plan.

Councillor J Rand advised that there had not been a meeting since the last Parish Council meeting.  He had supported some CAP funding applications, and would circulate them to Councillors.

The Chairman read the following decisions:-

(ii)	PA23/04911 – Mr J Trounson - Proposed change of use from agricultural shed to residential dwelling, including associated landscaping and external works - Agricultural Shed At Colvennor Farm Colvennor - Approved

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

The replacement of part of the fence around the park had now been completed.

Councillors N Harris and S Sugrue were willing to do some litter picking.  They would find a mutually convenient date in the spring and let everyone know.  The Clerk would order some litter pickers.

(b)	Highways

The signs in Cury that were in need of replacement would be removed as the street lights signified the 30mph speed limit.

The hedge of Merry Meeting needed cutting back – the Clerk would write to them.

(c)	Public Rights of Way

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The Clerk was instructed to chase the Contractor to cut the village green hedge back sympathetically to strike a balance between tidiness and conservation protection.

Roger Smout raised various concerns about the installation of a track around the perimeter of the playing field.

(e)	Emergency Plan

The emergency plan had been adopted and had been printed and circulated.  

Concern was raised over the introduction of internet phones, and the lack of communication in the event of a power cut, and Councillor S Sugrue would liaise directly with Councillor A Soady in this regard.

9.	Parish Council banner

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED that the Clerk would order the banner which would be held by the Chairman, and erected the week before each meeting.

10.	Calendar of Meetings 2024

It was agreed to adopt the calendar of meetings for 2024, keeping meetings on the fourth Thursday of the odd months and holding all meetings at Cury Village Hall.

11.	Financial Matters 

(a) 	To receive and approve the financial report for the previous two months

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.

(b)	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for grant funding

(c)	Other matters – including the Precept Demand for 2024/25

The Clerk had produced and circulated the information required to discuss the precept demand for the forthcoming financial year.  

After a lengthy discussion, Councillor N Harris proposed an increase of 21%, which Councillor J Rand seconded and everyone agreed.  
The precept demand for 2024/25 would be £16,274.00.  This precept demand would cost a Band D property £89.59 – £15.62 more per year than in 2023/24.

12.	Correspondence

The Village Hall was facing increasing operating costs.  The Chairman would meet with the Village Hall Committee to discuss this issue before the next Parish Council meeting.
