Planning Matters

(a)
Planning Applications
(i) 
PA16/07688 – Mr & Mrs Lugg – Bos Skyber, Cury Cross Lanes – Construction of a 40m x 20m outdoor ménage with surrounding fencing
Councillor B Lugg left the meeting for the duration of this item.

This application was viewed on the projector by everyone present.  No comments had been submitted to the Clerk from the public.  The Applicant was present and explained that she wanted somewhere off the highway to exercise her horses.
It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to support the application.

Councillor B Lugg returned to the meeting.

(ii)
PA16/07286 – Mr R Wright – Colvennor Farmhouse, Colvennor -  Listed Building consent for internal alterations and retrospective installation of a new entrance door

This application had only arrived with the Clerk on the day of the meeting.  It was decided that the application was relatively straight forward and would be discussed at this meeting even though it was not on the published agenda.

Councillor R Wright explained to the meeting that he wished to reinstate the original layout of the building with a view to providing self catering accommodation in one half of the dwelling instead of the existing bed and breakfast layout.  He then left the meeting for the duration of this item.

This application was viewed on the projector by everyone present.  No comments had been submitted to the Clerk from the public.

It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to support the application.

Councillor R Wright then returned to the meeting.

Planning Decisions

The Clerk read out the following decision notices received from Cornwall Council:-

(c) 
Planning Correspondence
A Planning Enforcement complaint had been submitted to Cornwall Council back in March due to the siting of a mobile home on Land adjacent to Corantyn Cottage.  The Planning Enforcement Officer had advised that she had visited the site, and that the owner of the caravan was to submit another set of plans for consideration.  However, the mobile home should only be on the site if the inhabitant physically built the new dwelling herself.  The Planning Enforcement Officer doubted that this would actually happen, and was awaiting the new plans for consideration.   The Clerk would request an update on the case.

Planning Enforcement had opened a new case for the creation of a vehicular access from land to the North of Tresvilla, Nantithet.  They had previously found that no access had been created, but were now investigating the case again following the submission of photographic evidence.  The Clerk would also chase this matter.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
The Chairman and Councillor B Lugg had removed the flood lights from the electricity connection and the ground.  They were awaiting removal from the hedge by a scrap collector.

Following the damage caused to the window in the changing rooms by an air gun pellet, the glass had now been replaced.  The Clerk has reported the matter to the police and issued a press release asking for information, none of which had been forthcoming.  It was noted that no further vandalism had taken place since.

The Clerk had obtained quotes from Nick Syrett for the removal of the trees located on the hedge adjacent to the playing field, the staining of the play equipment and the painting of the goal posts.  It had been hoped that Cormac would remove the trees, but they had not confirmed either way.  In the event of Cormac not removing the trees, it was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor B Lugg and RESOLVED to instruct Mr Syrett to remove the trees and stain the play equipment.  Councillor B Lugg had undertaken some research into the replacement of the goal posts. It was thought that paying nearly £400 to refurbish the goal posts was a waste of money, and it was agreed that they would not be refurbished.  It was suggested that this item be placed on the November agenda of the Cury Community Amenity Committee meeting for further discussion.  The Clerk would circulate a report outlining the costs involved.
(b)
Highways
A letter had been received from Mr Ewan Bell, a resident of Churchtown, Cury and circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.  He had raised concern over the width, speed and volume of traffic using the road between the Church and Nanfan Farm.  The Chairman had met Mr Bell on site prior to the meeting to discuss the issues surrounding this road.  Due to the creation of additional dwellings at Nanfan Farm, large construction vehicles and more delivery vehicles were using the lane.  Large farm vehicles were alleged to often be too wide for the road.  Although the Parish Council had no jurisdiction over the highways in the Parish, it would support Mr Bell and raise his concerns to Cornwall Council’s Highways Department.  It was suggested that the Clerk requested a meeting with Cornwall Councillor W Sanger and the Highways Safety Officer to discuss the problem on site.  She would also ask for the outcome of the speed survey results that were promised at the last site meeting in that area.
Concern had been raised by a resident of Milliwarne regarding the significant increase of traffic on the minor road leading from Treloskan Farm to Churchtown.  Unfortunately it seemed that drivers were listening to their satnavs or trying to avoid the traffic calming in the Village.  Signs at either end of the road told drivers that the route was unsuitable for large vehicles, which should indicate to users that the road was narrow.
Flooding in Whitecross was becoming a frequent event during periods of heavy rain.  One house and two garages had flooded the previous evening.  It was thought that there were five drains in the area, although only one was visible and cleared once a year.  The Clerk was asked to request a map of the drains in the Parish, and to ask the Highways Safety Officer to meet with the Parish Council to discuss the location and the maintenance of the drains.

(c)
Public Rights of Way 
It was noted that there were some issues on Footpath 3, Colvennor to Transingove.  One of the stiles was impassable.  Also, three new small footpath arrow markers were required.  The Clerk would request them and send them onto Councillor Miss P Oates for erection.  A non electrified fence had been placed around the field behind Colvennor, to keep the friendly horses safe.  The owner of the horses would place a sign at either end to advise walkers that the horses were safe and that the fence was not electrified.
(d) 
Public Open Spaces
The Clerk had place a sign on the new bin in the Cemetery advising that dogs waste could be placed in it.
(e)
Emergency Plan

Councillor R Wright advised that he had written to the Cornwall Air Ambulance inviting them to attend next years’ event.  Unfortunately, they were only able to send a Fundraising Officer.  They had suggested contacting the South Western Ambulance Service to ask if they’d be willing to send a representative to give a presentation on emergency response instead.
(f)
Projects for funding in the Village
Works within the Playing Field were ongoing.  A quote was still awaited for the replacement of the chain link fencing.
The Village Hall Fence had been replaced.  It was thought that the horizontal posts should be placed on the field side of the uprights, but it would be left as it was at the moment and monitored in the future.  The invoice had not yet been received, but the Clerk would arrange for payment once it had been.

(g)
Nantithet Speed Limit
The Clerk had sent the agreed letter and annexes to the Cabinet Member for Highways, Councillor Bert Biscoe, following the previous meeting.  He had acknowledged receipt of the letter, but had not formally responded.  The Clerk had sent several chasing emails.
Helston Town Council had contacted all Parish Councils in the Community Network Panel Area asking if they’d like to be involved with a joint Traffic Regulation Order (TRO).  A TRO was required to install double yellow lines, enforce parking areas or amend speed limits.  It was agreed that Cury Parish Council could work with Helston Town Council on this project, and the Clerk was asked to make contact with the Helston Clerk.  Councillor S Sugrue was happy to meet with him to discuss the matter further.  It was noted that the road around the Church and down to Nanfan Farm should have been designated as a 20mph limit, but the previous TRO was incorrectly drawn up, leading to a 30mph speed limit instead.  It was suggested that this error be corrected on the same TRO. 

This item would be known as ‘Speed Limits’ on future agendas.
