Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
Two new picnic tables had been purchased and installed in the park, onto the rubber mats.
Matt Johns had very kindly pressure washed the rubber mats in the park.  The Clerk had sent him a letter of thanks.

The park had been opened and signage had been displayed advising users that the equipment had not been cleaned.  The Clerk would publish a notice on the Cury Noticeboard Facebook page.
(b)
Highways
The Chairman asked if the verge could be cut from Poldhu to the village.  The Clerk explained that Cornwall Council had a new policy regarding verge cutting and that they would not be cut until after the pollination season had ended.  Junctions and road signs would be strimmed.  The A3083 from Culdrose to the Lizard had recently been cut due to the upcoming road surfacing treatment.
(c)
Public Rights of Way 
Councillor Miss P Oates advised the meeting that the footpaths were being very well used at the current time.  The Clerk stated that the Footpath Contractor had started cutting the public rights of way this week.
Pigs had moved into the field containing FP2.  The Clerk had made contact with the Countryside Access Officer who had, in turn, made contact with the land owner.  Councillors would monitor the situation.

The Clerk would check that FP3 adjacent to Little Parc and Little Pentreath was passable and would write to the owners if not.  FP9 leading to Lampra Mill and Nanplough should also be checked for accessibility and the owners written to if necessary.

(d) 
Public Open Spaces
Councillor B Lugg advised the meeting that he had instructed Wearne’s the Monumental Masons of the wording for the granite stone that was supplied by Councillor Miss P Oates.  It was hoped that the stone would be installed in the not too distant future.  The exact location would need to be decided on delivery.
(e)
Emergency Plan

Councillor R Wright advised the meeting that a letter was sent out to every household in the Parish of Cury in March just as the lockdown came into effect.  Several people had contacted Councillor R Wright requesting help.  The Volunteers meeting in June needed to be cancelled.  It was hoped that another get together could be arranged once the restrictions had been lifted.  Lots of new volunteers wanted to get involved, so a meeting would ensure people got to know each other.  Once the village hall was able to open, a date could be set. It was suggested that Councillor R Wright wrote to the volunteers.

Speed Limits
The Expression of Interest for the extension of the speed limit from White Cross through Nantithet would be put to the Community Network Panel at a special meeting in September 2020.  The Highways Officer had drawn up a scheme which proposed a 30mph from Treloskan Cottage to The Bungalow on Nanithet Hill, then a 40mph to White Cross.  Councillors were disappointed that the 30mph would not continue all the way through.  However, it appeared that the proposal was not open to negotiation.
