Years 3, 4, 5 and 6:
Mrs. Sarah French is our KS2 class teacher. 

Miss Rachel Bennett and Mrs. Stephanie Lock are our wonderful Teaching Assistants. 

In the afternoons we run as one class with Miss Jade Gardner (Monday to Wednesday) and Mrs. Holly Bowden (Thursday and Friday) both supported by Miss Rachel Bennett.


December 2021
All staff and children were back in after the latest advice for CEV people changed. We were clear about the measures that needed to be in place to a create safe environment in school.  Children washed their hands regularly, staff cleaned equipment frequently throughout the day and visitors were kept to a minimum and by appointment only.

During the last half term we continually balanced and minimised the risks from coronavirus (COVID-19) with providing a full educational experience for children. This was not be perfect- school was not exactly like it was before Covid 19. However, we did our best to offer as much as possible to the children within the parameters of keeping people safe and providing a good education. As we operated in one bubble we were able to hold daily assemblies and importantly eat our lunch in the hall altogether- a valuable time to all sit together and socialise in a calm way. Our Breakfast Club was up and running but we did not recommence our After School Clubs. Our school topic was “What makes our world colourful?” and proved great platform to explore the diversity in our world and learn about important figures in history.

We have tried to continue to build our place within the community by making Christmas cards and delivering them to our near neighbours and we were delighted when we received some back. The school parliament- Key Stage 2 children elected by their peers- loved the privilege of delivering the cards with myself and Miss Bennett. We did our best to try and keep Christmas traditions alive at Cury C of E School and held an open air Christingle; the turnout was great and it was attended by members of the village Church, our Governing body and a member of the Parish Council. The children performed well even though it was very blustery meaning that their song sheets kept blowing away. We also displayed Key Stage 2 children’s work on the windows so that the children could show their parents their best work from this term- the children were so excited about this and very proud to show off their efforts. The feedback from both of these things was very positive.
We also put together an online Nativity. The children worked so hard and with the creative and technical prowess of Miss Bennett we were able to show a fantastic production to the parents on a secure Google Classroom.

January 2021
Due to the latest “Lockdown” rules, most of our children are working from home, along with some staff members. We have a handful of children coming into school each day and these children are taught at the same time as our home learners via Google Meet and Google Classroom.  We have loaned several families 

Chromebooks so the Parish Council’s kind offer of donating more devices to us was hugely appreciated- they are 
expected in February. It is very early days but due to open lines of communication with parents and calm, hardworking staff, remote/ blended learning is going well. The children are following a daily timetable and have at least two live sessions a day plus ongoing support via a TA on Google Classroom. We are trying to ensure that every element of the curriculum is taught during this time; our Science topic of Space is proving very popular.
