


Cury Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 26 January 2023 at 7.00pm at Cury Village Hall, Cury

Cornwall Councillor A Soady and four members of the public were in attendance.

The Chairman opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.


1.	Apologies

Councillor A Glover had submitted his apologies to the meeting.

2.	Declarations of Interest 

None.

3.	Chairman’s Comments

None.

4.	Minutes 

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 24 November 2022 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

5.	Matters arising from the above approved minutes

None.

6.	Reports

(a)	Police Report

PCSO Berry introduced herself to the meeting and gave the following update.

PCSO Berry advised the meeting how to contact the Police in a non-emergency situation, via 101 on the phone or 101 online.  Falmouth and Helston Police had a Facebook page and residents were urged to sign up to Devon and Cornwall Alerts online.  There was a new Inspector – Inspector Evans and a new Sergeant – Sergeant Vincent, who were now in post.  Helston Police Station was home to a Tri-Safety Officer who covered all three emergency services and was busy undertaking home safety checks (which could be requested online).  More speed checks were taking place.  She was also delighted to inform the meeting that the Falmouth Police Station would reopen its enquiry desk on Monday.

(b) 	Report from Cury School

A drop-in session had been held at the School and Councilor J Rand and Miss P Oates attended.  It was proposed that a SEN specialist Trust would run a satellite SEN primary school from the Cury School site, hopefully from January 2024.  Some re-modelling of the internal spaces was required and a better access to the site was being drawn up.  The Diocese and Cornwall Council were very supportive of the plans.

(c)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Cornwall Councillor A Soady advised the meeting that he attended the scene of a road traffic accident at Whitecross when a car had hit the planters outside of Lodge Cottage in December.  He had called a meeting between the Police and the Highways Safety Officer at Cornwall Council to discuss the sharp corner and lack of white lines on the junction.  Councillor Miss P Oates thanked Councillor Soady for attending.

PCSO Berry left the meeting, and the Chairman thanker her for attending.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

Councillor J Rand had attended the meeting held the previous evening and gave an update to the meeting.  He advised the meeting that a devolution deal was being proposed by Central Government and Cornwall Council as part of the ‘levelling up project’.  An additional £390 million of funding over the next 30 years was being offered, if Cornwall appointed a directly elected Mayor, instead of the current Leadership model of control.  It would cost £967,000 to hold a referendum to decide if Cornwall wants to be part of the devolution deal.  The consultation was currently live, and could be found at www.letstalk.cornwall.gov.uk – everyone was urged to take part in the consultation process.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

(i)	PA22/04961 – Higher Skewes Farm, Cury Cross Lanes – Construction of new four bedroom, two storey dwelling with agricultural occupancy condition

The Agent attended the meeting and advised Councillors that this amended Plan had been drawn up in consultation with the Planning Officer and included a relocation of the proposed dwelling closer to other dwellings and was of a more ‘traditional’ cottage appearance.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to support the application.

(b)	Planning Decisions

The Chairman read the following decision:-

(i)	PA22/04651 - Gwenton Farm, Bochym Hill, Cury Cross Lanes Cornwall - Change of use from agricultural land to campsite (tents only) for 6 months per year April to September with provision of portable toilets and showers, reverting to agricultural land for October to March – Withdrawn

(ii)	PA22/09828 – Higher Bochym Rural Workshops – Erection of a detached office/showroom building - Approved

(c) 	Planning Correspondence

None.

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

It was suggested that the area between the changing rooms and the play park should be strimmed.  However, it was felt that this was a vital wildlife area and should be kept as such.

(b)	Highways

The lack of gritting through Cury had caused serious problems over the cold winter months.  The Clerk was asked to find out how many times over the past five years Cury had been gritted as part of the secondary gritting route and to yet again ask for it to be added to the main gritting route – Poldhu Nursing Home was inaccessible by road ambulance during freezing weather conditions, either from Mullion or Cury.

(c)	Public Rights of Way 

FP3 was overgrown.  The Clerk was asked to send a letter to Pentreath asking them to cut back their hedges.

Concerns were raised over Footpath 9 - White Cross to Nanplough Farm.  A large open hole was visible next to a water trough and it was thought that this could be quite dangerous.  The Clerk was asked to write to the owners of Nanplough Farm advised them of the problem.

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The Tree Surgeon who had been tasked with removing the tree between the cemetery and the allotments had pulled out from the job.  Councillor S Sugrue would ask his Tree Surgeon.



(e)	Emergency Plan

Councillors S Sugrue and A Glover were in the process of updating the plan and would have that work completed by May 2023.  A first aid volunteers evening would be held during the Summer of 2023.

9.	Future of Cury Church

Councillor Miss P Oates advised the meeting that the existing Priest, Father Shane Griffiths, was being moved on to pastures new.  There would be a rural Dean for the Mounts Bay area, but potentially no designated priest for Cury Church.  Births, deaths and marriages would still take place at the Church and the Churchwardens would continue to provide regular services.

10.	Financial Matters 

(a) 	To receive and approve the financial report for the previous two months

It was proposed by Councillor Julian Rand, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.

(b)	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for grant funding 

Mr Mike Aston asked whether the Parish Council would be willing to make a donation to the Village Hall to help fund an afternoon tea party to celebrate the King’s Coronation in May 2023.  It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor L Richards and RESOLVED to donate £200 to the Village Hall to help fund the celebratory event.

(c)	Other matters

None.

11.	Correspondence

Concern was raised over the amount of dog fouling in Trelawney Terrace Car Park and the Village Hall Car Park.  The Clerk would write to the surrounding properties.

12.	Matters for the next Parish Council Meeting 

None.
