


Cury Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 25 January 2024 at 7.00pm at Cury Village Hall, Cury

Cornwall Councillor A Soady and fourteen members of the public were also in attendance.


The Chair opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.


1.	Apologies

Councillors A Glover and N Harris had submitted their apologies for absence.

2.	Declarations of Interest 

None.

3.	Chairman’s Comments

The Chairman wished everyone a Happy New Year.

4.	Minutes 

It was proposed by Councillor S Sugrue, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 23 November 2023 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

5.	Matters arising from the above approved minutes

None.

6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

Planning permission had now been granted for the works on the School.  No further information had been forthcoming.  

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Cornwall Councillor A Soady advised the meeting that the new waste contract would be rolled out to our area in January 2025.

The Community Area Partnership Meeting would be held on 31 January 2024 at 6.30 at Isaac House and online.

The Highways Manager had been chased regarding the white lining at White Cross.

Councillor Soady’s Community Chest was now empty.

He held a bi-monthly open meeting with the Police at Mullion to which everyone was welcome to attend.

A member of the public asked why the opening date for the new SEND School was being pushed back.  Councillor J Rand explained that the Parish Council had been supportive of the project from the beginning and that it took time to get the correct permissions and funding in place.  He felt fortunate to be kept up to date on the project.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Area Partnership

Councillor J Rand advised that he would be attending the CAPs meeting the following week as well as a meeting on Monday regarding the Godolphin Community Centre.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

(i)	PA23/09675 – Mayfield Barn, White Cross – Proposed extension alterations and open porch

The Applicants attended the meeting and explained their need to extend the property to allow for multi-generational living

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to support the application.

(ii)	PA23/10158 - Gwenton Farm, Bochym Hill - Removal of Section 106 Agreement in relation to W2/PA99/00978/F dated 27th March 2003 Conversion and extension of redundant barn to dwelling for an agricultural worker and installation of a septic tank 

The Clerk advised the meeting that this property was located half in Cury and half in Mullion.  Mullion Parish Council had discussed the application at their meeting the week before and had requested further information due to the complexity of the S106 Agreement.

It was agreed that Councillors would wait for the further information to be circulated before commenting on this application.  The consultation would therefore take place by email.

(iii)	PA24/00052 – Little Polwin Cottage, Polwin
This application had been received after the agenda had been published.  The Chair agreed to bring it to this meeting for discussion.

Concern was raised over the additional vehicle movements onto the A3083 from this tricky driveway.  However, it was PROPOSED by the Chair, seconded by Councillors Mrs L Richard and agreed to return ‘no comment’ to the Planning Officer.

(b)	Planning Decisions

The Chairman read the following decisions:-

(i)	PA23/05929 - Cury C Of E Primary School - Disused school to be refurbished as a SEN School with small extension to rear (kitchen and teaching space), roof replacement with coated metal cladding and new car park - Approved

(c) 	Planning Correspondence

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

A litter pick would take place in the Spring and a date would be set at the March meeting.  The Clerk had ordered some litter pickers which were with Councillor N Harris.

(b)	Highways

An accident had occurred at the ford in the early hours of the morning which had destroyed the hedge on which a footpath was located.  Cormac would be requested to reinstate the hedge by Cornwall Councillor A Soady.  Councillor S Sugrue would forward his the relevant photos.

The issue of gritting was raised by a member of the public.  Councillors and the Clerk gave the history of a previous battle with Cornwall Council to have the route gritted, which proved unsuccessful.  The alternative route past Skewes Farm was a much safer route during periods of freezing weather.

(c)	Public Rights of Way

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The Contractor had now cut back village green hedge.  A local neighbour complained about the mess left by the Contractor, which the Clerk would raise with him.  The neighbour also felt that more of the hedge needed to be cut back, but this met with resistance from some Councillors.

The verge from the bus shelter to the Milliwarne road needed taking back by Cormac as it was narrowing in places.  The Clerk would contact the Highways Officer.

It was suggested by a local neighbour that a Christmas tree be installed on the Village Green this year.  

(e)	Emergency Plan

Concern was raised again over the introduction of internet phones, and the lack of communication in the event of a power cut, and Councillor S Sugrue asked Cornwall Councillor A Soady to chase Cornwall Council for a response to his original email two months previous.

A handy defibrillator training session had been held for the Emergency Plan volunteers.  It was suggested that the defibrillator should be checked on a very regular basis and the Clerk was instructed to find out.

9.	Village Hall Costs

The Village Hall Committee were meeting with the electric company the following day to discuss the spiralling costs.  The Chair and Vice Chair were invited to the next Village Hall meeting on Tuesday 6 February at 7pm to discuss this matter further.

It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.
