Cury C of E VA Primary School 

We have 20 pupils on our roll and have 2 Cury Cubs in our preschool.  The new school structure proved successful- in the half term prior to the new lockdown.

In the mornings we run with two classes:
Pre-school, Reception, Years 1 and 2:
Miss Jade Gardner (Monday to Wednesday) and Mrs. Holly Bowden (Thursday and Friday).
Years 3, 4, 5 and 6:
Mrs. Sarah French is our KS2 class teacher. 

Miss Rachel Bennett and Mrs. Walker are our wonderful Teaching Assistants; Mrs. Lock has left us and we are currently recruiting a new EYFS/KS1 TA. 

In the afternoons we run as one class with Miss Jade Gardner (Monday to Wednesday) and Mrs. Holly Bowden (Thursday and Friday) both supported by Miss Rachel Bennett.


January and February 2021
Due to the latest lockdown rules, most of our children were working from home, along with some staff members. We had between 30% and 40% of our pupils in school throughout the lockdown and these children were taught at the same time as our home learners via Google Meet and Google Classroom.  We loaned 12 Chromebooks to our families to support them during this challenging time.
Due to open lines of communication with parents and calm, hardworking staff, remote/ blended learning proved very successful with most children attending online daily and uploading work. The children followed a daily timetable and had two live sessions a day plus ongoing support via a TA on Google Classroom. We tried to ensure that every element of the curriculum was taught during this time; we had daily worship and the children even had Spanish and yoga lessons.

March 2021
The school will fully reopen on Monday 8th March, with the exception of any staff of pupils who are shielding. We are being very careful with the language that we are using in front of the children and are not implying that any of them are behind or that they have missed things. We plan to make the rest of this academic year as positive as we can and focus on what we can all achieve. This poem was shared with our families on our newsletter:

Don’t tell me I’m behind.
Don’t tell me I’ll be held back for ever.

We obviously have strict protocols in place to keep everyone in the school community safe: 2m distance between children and adults (where possible); strict handwashing, regular cleaning of touch points, tables and chairs throughout the day; socially distanced areas for parents when collecting children at the end of the day and all staff are able to take Covid tests twice weekly if they choose to do so. We are still keeping visitors to the school site to an absolute minimum to reduce any risk.
