Report from Cury School

The Clerk read the report from the Head Teacher, which stated that there were still three children on the school roll, all of them in the reception class.  

The Chairman had made contact with the Chair of Governors at the MAT and was awaiting a reply.
Councillor J Rand had spoken with the Executive Head Teacher about the possibility of being a key holder for Parish Council meetings.  He had also emailed the Diocese of Truro to ascertain ownership of the school building.

Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady
The Clerk read the following report from Councillor A Soady:-
“Dear Cury Parish Council,  It seems that ALL Parish Council meetings occupy  the second week (especially Tuesday and Wednesday) in each Month so whilst it doesn’t affect your good-selves individually, for me balancing Five, there are inevitably conflicts every month, and I will always be at one location or another.

I am delighted to be included in both The Solar and Wind power funds, and of course to have seen many of you at the Switching on of the Christmas lights at the Hall. Great to see the Notices are up regarding the Nantithet Traffic proposals and to see that the railings across the Bridge have now been reinstated.
The remaining Community Chest Fund still needs your support -  there is  still a small amount left to be used before February and it would be great to think that some enterprise in  Cury would be able to “find a home” for it.
There has really not been any significant activity from Cornwall Council over the festive period and of course we await the results of the reorganisation - expecting the outcome at the end of the Month.
As I see you have no meeting in February and April.  I look forward to seeing  you all at your May meeting (March is again in conflict )  And in the meantime will keep in touch with Sam and of course your Chairman.  If there are any issues you feel that I can help with at any time please just send me an eMail and I will respond immediately.  I will do my very best to help”

Playing Equipment Proposal
