It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 14 November 2018 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

Reports

(a) To receive a presentation from Carey Green – Goonhilly Solar Farm’s Community Fund 
Carey Green advised the meeting that £10,000 had been made available as a funding pot for the community following the extension of time for the solar farm from 25 to 30 years.  This funding was available to organisations and groups in the Cury Parish, and those that could prove a strong connection to the village.  The funding could be distributed in one lump sum, or staged over a number of years.  

If a Community Foundation was used to administer the fund, such as the REG Windpower fund is managed, a high percentage of the £10,000 would have to be paid to the Community Foundation.  REG were happy for the Solar Farm’s Community Fund to be administered by the Parish Council.  There would be terms of reference and guidelines that would have to be adhered to.  There may be a fee available to the administrators of the fund.  Some concern was raised over conflict of interests in the event that the playing field might want to apply for funding.

Councillors were asked to consider the offer, read the draft documents provided and to ask any questions to the Clerk prior to the March meeting where a further discussion would take place.
(b) Report from Cury School

Mrs Lucy Wandless, the newly appointed Head Teacher for the School, had contacted the Clerk to say that she would not be presenting a report due to only being in post for a few days.  She was hoping to attend the March meeting of the Parish Council
(c)
Report from Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand
Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand wished everyone a very happy New Year.  He was hoping for a more positive year!

A redesigned planning department would align officers with different CNP areas in an attempt to build better relationships with Town and Parish Councils.  There was ongoing concern over the lack of communication with the Planning Enforcement Team.  The Clerk explained that she had been appointed to sit on a panel of other Clerks to find a way forward with Cornwall Council via CALC.

Councillor Rand had massive concerns over the reduction in Cornwall Councillor numbers from 123 to 87 and the large areas that will need to covered by each Councillor.

Councillor R Wright stated that there needed to be a cultural change within Cornwall Council with how it communicates with members of the public and Parish Councils.  He found it almost impossible to speak to the appropriate Officer when required and that there was no accountability.

He had requested a meeting with the Portfolio Holder for Transport, Geoff Brown, to talk about amending the gritting route and the extension of the speed limit to cover Nantithet.

Planning Applications
(i)
PA18/10995 – Mr J Rand – Tregellas, Bochym Hill – single storey and two storey extension to bungalow
Councillor J Rand left the meeting during the discussion and the vote.

No comments had been received online for this application and the property could not be seen from the highway.

It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor B Lugg and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA18/10768 - Mr & Mrs P Holt – Trewhella, Bochym Hill - Proposed alterations and extension including replacement garage
The Applicants attended the meeting and outlined the proposal.  Their Neighbour, and the only property that could see the proposal, also attended the meeting and spoke in favour of the application.

It was proposed by Councillor B Lugg, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to support the application.

Three members of the public then left the meeting.

PA18/11385 - Mr Martin Caton - Bochym Manor, Cury Cross Lanes - Replacing slates to the main house South and West Slopes 
The Clerk explained that Historic England and the Historic Planning Department were happy with the proposals.

It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by the Chairman and RESOLVED to support the application.

PA18/11535 - Mr Malcolm Woodford - Mull View, Churchtown - Replacement garage 
It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED to support the application.

Planning Decisions

The Chairman read the following decisions:-
PA17/06172 - Bonython Estate, Cury Cross Lanes - Variation of condition 2 (limiting operating period) of decision PA08/01519/FD (erection of six wind turbines with transformers, a control substation, an anemometry mast and associated works) to extend the permitted operating life of the wind farm from 25 years to 30 years (i.e. a 5 year extension) – Approved
This decision meant that there would be a further 5 years of funding in the community pot.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
Further information was awaited on the provision of new play equipment in the Playing Field.  Councillor Lugg and the Clerk had made contact with the respective companies following the Christmas break.
(b)
Highways
Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand had taken up the issue of extending the gritting route to include the road from the Mainlay Junction to Mullion with the Portfolio Holder.  Any changes to the Procedures would require Cabinet approval due to a change in the financial budget. The Cornwall Councillor for Mullion, Landewednack and Grade Ruan had also been made aware of the situation as the No. 37 bus passed through all of her parishes.  Mullion Parish Council had responded in support of the amendment to the Winter Service Procedures for 2018/19.  Grade Ruan and Landewednack were due to meet and discuss the matter in January.  
There were concerns about the mud on the road not being cleared up completely – grass and weeds were growing against the kerb where the road cleaner could not get to.  The Clerk would contact Riviera Produce and ask them to come back with shovels and clear the roads completely.

Public Rights of Way 
Councillor Miss P Oates advised the meeting that water levels on the newly installed boardwalk on footpath 11 were already high.  This was due to the river at Church Cove backing up through the valley, and we’d had a very dry winter to date.  The Clerk was asked to contact Cormac and the National Trust to establish if anything could be done to alleviate the problem.  The new boardwalk would rot out very quickly if left to sit in water constantly.

Public Open Spaces
It was noted that the Cemetery Gates were difficult to open.  Councillor R Curnow agreed to look at the gates and make good any issues.

Emergency Plan

The next First Aid Training Session would be held on Friday 11 January 2019.
It was hoped that the Annual Volunteers Meeting would be held on Friday 14 June 2019, at which Arthurs Roberts from Cornwall Council would give a presentation.  A further First Aid Training Session would follow on Friday 28 June 2018.

Speed limits

Councillor Julian Rand advised that he would be taking up the matter of the Nantithet Speed Limit Extension with the Portfolio Holder.  He was hoping to speak with him this week.  It was suggested that the Portfolio Holder be invited to a meeting of the Parish Council to visit the site and to hear the concerns of residents if Councillor Rand was unable to get any further than Councillors Sugrue and Wright had already.

To receive the Boundary Commission’s Final Recommendations for the new electoral arrangements
The Clerk advised the Councillors of the final recommendations which would see Cury, Gunwalloe, Mullion, Landewednack, Grade Ruan and St Keverne be placed in one Eelctroal Ward for Cornwall Council.  It would be called the Mullion and St Keverne Ward.
10.
To discuss the Community Governance Reviews – Initial Interest
The Government expects Cornwall Council to conduct community governance reviews periodically and one is now due following the above review.  Cornwall Council initially wanted to know if Parish and Town Councils believe that communities need a governance review.  It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor B Lugg and RESOLVED to agree that Cury did not require a review.
11.
To set the Precept Demand for 2019/20

The Clerk had previously circulated the budget figures relating to setting the Precept Demand for 2019/20.  The Parish Council was in a sound financial position, and had spent some of the savings on projects to improve the village.
