


Cury Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 23 March 2023 at 7.00pm at Cury Village Hall, Cury

Cornwall Councillor A Soady and two members of the public were in attendance.

The Chairman opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.


1.	Apologies

None.

2.	Declarations of Interest 

None.

3.	Chairman’s Comments

The Chairman thanked everyone for attending the meeting.  He encouraged Councillors to keep their reports concise.

4.	Minutes 

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor A Glover and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 26 January 2023 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

5.	Matters arising from the above approved minutes

None.

6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

Councillor Julian Rand was keeping in touch with the academy proposing to open a special school on the Cury School site.  He confirmed that they were still on track for receiving the first pupils in January 2024.

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Cornwall Councillor A Soady advised the Cabinet had agreed to keep the Fire Service call station at Tolvaddon open 24/7 and to upgrade the systems used.

The Community Chest was now open for applications.

Bus passes for older persons would continue to be allowed on all journeys, including peak time travel.

Following problems with Culdrose transport on the A3083 to Predannack Airfield, Cornwall Councillor Guy Foreman had been to visit RNAS Culdrose with the Police Inspector.

The Chairman thanked Councillor A Soady for attending the meeting.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

Councillor J Rand had attended the meeting held the previous evening and gave an update to the meeting.  He advised the meeting that issues were raised over voting for highways projects and that the meeting had ended before all of the items had been discussed.  As it happened, that was the last meeting of the CNP before the reorganisation of the Networks.  It had been confirmed that the same membership would continue for our area, but a new meeting format would be put in place.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

(i)	PA23/01202 – Pol Glas Hall, Nanfant, Churchtown – Solar panels on roof, outbuilding and balcony extension
(ii)	PA23/01821 - Pol Glas Cabin, Nanfant, Churchtown Cury - Addition of Solar Panels to Existing Building

These applications were taken together.  

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED to return no comment on the application.

(iii)	PA23/01395 – Franchis Holiday Park, Bochym Hill – Proposed siting of 1 static holiday home on ‘The Meadows’ to the rear of the park

No comment was made on this application.

(iv)	PA23/00571 – Trouble my Wits – The erection of a 12m x 6m residential timber building on a prepared concrete base and associated works

This site had previously applied for a pre-app for a timber residential building and the Planning Officer had suggested that the proposal “could not be supported and would conflict with housing policy as well as leading to harm upon the AONB through the introduction of an unfettered dwelling in the open countryside”.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and unanimously RESOLVED to object to the planning application for the same reasons as the Planning Officer gave in his pre-app advice.

(b)	Planning Decisions

The Chairman read the following decision:-

(i)	PA22/04961 - Construction of new four bedroom, two storey dwelling with Agricultural Occupancy Condition. - Higher Skewes Farm Cury Cross Lanes - Approved

(c) 	Planning Correspondence

The Enforcement Notice for the removal of the caravan at Chez L’Ouest had been removed as the caravan had now gone.  However an Enforcement case was still open on the site regarding the height of the building and the untidy site.

Gweal Wollas was also the subject of a Planning Enforcement case, which the Clerk would chase.

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

The Clerk had obtained a quote for the replacement of the climbing frame platform.  It was suggested that the legs be replaced too, and the Clerk would obtain a fresh quote for circulation to Councillors before a decision was made via email.  The RoSPA report was due which would give an indication of any other work required.

(b)	Highways

The 30mph signs adjacent to Gweal Wollas needed replacing, the Clerk would report the issue to Highways.  A sign was missing completely opposite Melendrea.

The speed limit extension through Nantithet was now completed.

(c)	Public Rights of Way 

The Clerk had passed Councillor Miss P Oates new footpath directional arrows to erect on the public rights of way.

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

A new Tree Surgeon had been tasked with removing the tree between the cemetery and the allotments and would remove the tree once the songbirds had finished nesting.  He’d been asked to leave the wood in the Cemetery for collection by residents of Mullion.

(e)	Emergency Plan

Councillors S Sugrue and A Glover were in the process of updating the plan and would have that work completed by May 2023.  The Clerk was happy to print letters and supply envelopes and stamps for the circulation of letters.

A first aid volunteers evening would be held during the Summer of 2023.

It was suggested that the Emergency Plan be advertised via the Village Hall Newsletter.

9.	Financial Matters 

(a) 	To receive and approve the financial report for the previous two months

It was proposed by Councillor Julian Rand, seconded by Councillor A Glover and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.

(b)	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for grant funding 

Predannack Anti Aircraft Museum had requested a donation and had invited Councillors to the site for a look around.  It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to grant £100.00 to the organisation.

(c)	Other matters

None.

10.	Correspondence

Concern was raised over 9 Trelawney Terrace being empty for over 18 months.  Councillor J Rand would find out why.

Councillor J Rand was disappointed to learn that Cornwall Council was proposing to increase the costs of Post 16 student transport to College.  He would contact the Portfolio Holder in charge.
