Minutes 
Following the circulation of the minutes, it was proposed by Councillor Miss P Oates, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 10 January 2018 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

Planning Application
PA17/12218 – The Post Office, Cury Cross Lanes – Advertisement consent for display on 1 no. Illuminated fascia and 1 no. Illuminated hanging sign
Councillors were concerned about the size of the illuminated fascia sign, which was felt to be far too large.  It was not inkeeping with the AONB and would be the first illuminated sign as you entered the AONB along the A3083.  No concerns were raised with the hanging sign, and it was felt that if the fascia sign could be reduced in size, Councillors would support it.
It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor B Lugg and RESOLVED to object to the application as it was not inkeeping with the AONB.

5.
Electoral Review of Cornwall: Divisional Arrangements

Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand advised the meeting of Cornwall Council’s proposals, one for 88 Councillors and the other for 87.  The proposal for 88 divisions included Cury with Porthleven, Gunwalloe, Gweek, Mawgan in Meneage, St Anthony, St Martin and Manaccan.  The proposal for 87 divisions included Cury with parts of Helston, Mawgan in Meneage, St Anthony, St Martin and Manaccan.  Both of those proposals were strongly opposed by Councillors due to the rural nature of the parishes on the Lizard Peninsula which had nothing in common with the Towns of Helston or Porthleven.
Councillor R Wright had circulated a proposal to all Councillors which included a full explanation of the reasons and the following divisions:-

Division 1 – Mullion, Cury, Gunwalloe, Gweek, Grade Ruan, Landewednack, Mawgan-in-Meneage 
Division 2 - Constantine, Manaccan, Mawnan, St Anthony-in-Meneage, St Martin and St Keverne
A lengthy discussion took place regarding all of the proposals that had been circulated.  It was felt that the parishes of Cury, Gunwalloe and Mullion should be together and that the towns of Porthleven and Helston should not be included with the rural parishes.

It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by the Chairman and unanimously RESOLVED to send the submission written by Councillor R Wright to the Local Government Boundary Commission for England.

The Chairman closed the meeting at 8.27pm.
