Reports

(a)
Report from Cury School

Sadly, there were no longer any pupils at Cury School.  That meant that the school was closed.  It was hoped to have a representative from the School at the meeting, but he was unavailable.  The Clerk would arrange a virtual meeting in the next few weeks to find out what the long term plan was for the school now.  Councillor J Rand confirmed that the Diocese owned the school buildings and grounds.
The defibrillator was still situated at the entrance to the school and was accessible to everyone.  The Village Hall Committee were willing to have it relocated to the Village Hall, but it was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor N Harris and RESOLVED to leave the defibrillator at the school for the time being.

Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady
Councillor A Soady advised the meeting that other parishes were seeing an increase in dumped tyres.  Evidence was required for a prosecution.
There was an ongoing rise in Covid cases in Cornwall.

Councillor A Soady also advised that he’d be spending the following day with Derek Thomas MP and would be discussing affordable homes.

Mr and Mrs McQuie questioned Councillor A Soady on the lack of progress being made by Cornwall Council in relation to the two planning enforcement cases on the house situated next door to them. They felt that Derek Thomas MP had been very unprofessional when they met with him to discuss the problems.

Planning Correspondence
St Keverne Parish Council were looking to establish a working group encompassing all of the Parish Councils on the Lizard Peninsula to lobby Cornwall Council in relation to Planning Decisions.  It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by the Chairman and RESOLVED to appoint Councillor J Rand to sit on that working group.
The Chairman had spoken to Planning Enforcement about the cases at Chez L’Ouest.  He updated on the meeting on the outcome of that meeting.  The Clerk would continue to chase the Planning Enforcement Team.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Equipment Proposal

Councillor Mrs L Richards had circulated copies of the proposed new play equipment from the Outdoor Play People.  It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to support the proposal.  The public at the meeting were also very supportive of the plans.  The proposal would now go to the Cury Community Amenity Committee to discuss funding.
(b)
Playing Field
Cormac had advised the Parish Council that the cost of cutting the grass in the playing field would be £701.42 plus VAT for the forthcoming year.  It was proposed by Councillor J Rand, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED to accept the quote.
The cable and the meter box in the playing field required some attention.  Councillor J Rand would work with the electrician to resolve the cable problem and the Clerk would speak to Western Power Distribution about the meter box.

Mr Roger Smout advised the meeting that there was ongoing problems with flytipping in the area behind the changing rooms.  It was suggested that the area be cleared and used as a parking area.  The Clerk would speak to the football team to see if that was something they could do.

Highways
It was hoped that the new speed limit extension would be in place in the very near future.
Recent speed surveys undertaken by Cornwall Council show that the current speed reduction measures in the village were working well.

(d)
Public Rights of Way 
It was agreed that the public rights of way contractor was doing an excellent job.
Cornwall Council had agreed to pay the Parish Council £611.86 to cut the paths for 2022/23.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to accept the offer.

Public Open Spaces
The Chairman still needed to replace the Allotment gate.

There was a broken off concrete post in the Cemetery and the Chairman would try to remove it.

Councillor N Harris and Councillor Miss P Oates had planted the trees, unfortunately the oak had disappeared. 
It was agreed to obtain a quote for the removal of the large tree in the cemetery.
