Police Report

PCSO Berry advised the meeting of the one crime committed in the Parish since September.
She was asked whose responsibility it was to clear mud from the highways.  The mud was being brought out from wet fields by farm machinery. Planning Decisions

The Chairman read the planning decisions received from Cornwall Council:-

PA14/08366 – Mr & Mrs Whittaker - Byghan Drea Nantithet Cury - To add a section of redundant land in the ownership of the applicant to the domestic curtilage of Byghan Dre - Approved 
PA14/08863 - Mr R Lugg - Bos Skyber, Cury Cross Lanes - The erection of a polytunnel measuring 9 metres by 16 metres with a highest point of 3.5 meters for the use of lambing sheep during the winter months - Approved
(c) 
Affordable Housing

This item was placed on the agenda following a letter received from Westlink Design in relation to Land at Gweal Wollas Fields.  The plot currently had planning permission for four, two bedroom, affordable housing flats.  Mr Bray, from Westlink Design, explained that the permission was extant as the development had been commenced.  However, due to changes in grant funding received by housing agencies, Westlink Design had had no success in selling the flats.  Mr Bray had spoken with the Affordable Housing Team Leader at Cornwall Council, and was hoping to submit a planning application to build three, two bedroom dwellings on the site instead of the four flats.  Due to the changes in grant funding, one of the dwellings would be sold on the open market to subsidise the other two dwellings which would pass to a housing association for social rented housing.  
This proposal met some resistance, and it was felt by some Councillors that the entire development on this plot should be affordable housing.  If a different scheme was being proposed, affordable housing proposals should be invited from other interested land owners for various sites in the Parish.  

Councillor R Wright proposed that the Parish Council carried out an up to date Housing Needs Survey to establish what was needed in the Parish.  The Chairman supported the proposal, and it was RESOLVED to instruct Cornwall Council to carry out a survey on the Parish Council’s behalf, and a maximum budget of £250 was set for hard copies to be distributed.

Councillor R Curnow advised the meeting that he had cut back the lower branches of the tree in between the Cemetery and the Allotments.  If any further work was required, he suggested the use of an expert tree surgeon as the branches were fairly high.  The Chairman thanked Councillor R Curnow for undertaking this work.

Cury School were asking for a donation towards equipment for their new outdoor classroom.  It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor B Lugg and RESOLVED to grant a £150.00 donation to the School.

Precept 2015/16

Following the circulation of figures relating to 2014/15 by the Clerk, a discussion took place regarding the current financial position of the Parish Council.  It was felt that there was a sufficient amount of money in the bank accounts, and it was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED not to increase the precept for 2015/16.
