


Cury Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 27 July 2023 at 7.00pm at Cury Village Hall, Cury

Cornwall Councillor A Soady and nine members of the public were in attendance.


The Chairman opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.


1.	Apologies

Councillor A Boaden had submitted his apologies to the meeting.

2.	Declarations of Interest 

None.

3.	Chairman’s Comments

4.	Minutes 

It was proposed by Councillor S Sugrue, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meetings held on Thursday 25 May 2023 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

5.	Matters arising from the above approved minutes

6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

Councillor Julian Rand was keeping in touch with the academy proposing to open a special school on the Cury School site.  He confirmed that they were hoping to receive their first pupils at Easter 2024.  A new parking provision, extension to the kitchen and replacement roof would require planning permission.

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Cornwall Councillor A Soady thanked the Chairman for his ongoing liaising with the new tenants of Cury School.

He mentioned the lack of support for the fishing industry here in Cornwall and that Cornwall Council had been discussing the issue.

The Fire and Rescue Service would be holding an open day at Mullion on 18 August 2023.

The new waste contract provided by Cornwall Council would be rolled out in October 2023 which would see waste collections moved to a fortnightly service.

The next Community Area Partnership meeting would be held on 18 September 2023.

Cornwall Councillor Soady submitted his apologies for the next meeting as he was going on holiday.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Area Partnership

Councillor J Rand advised the meeting that the new CAP would be focusing on local matters such as highways, planning and the leveling up funding.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

(i)	PA23/04911- Mr J Trounson – Agricultural Shed at Colvennor Farm – Change of use from agricultural shed to residential dwelling

The Applicant attended the meeting and advised that the existing agricultural shed was of no use to the contracting business that he now ran.  The existing shed was a hay barn and a machinery storage facility was now required and would be the subject of a planning application in the near future.  He wished to convert the shed into a dwelling to house his family.

It was proposed by Councillor N Harris, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to support this application.

(ii)	PA23/04747 – Land East of A3083, Bochym – Construction of a single storey office building, areas of hardstanding and landscaped grounds

Although this application was technically in Mullion, the access road was located in Cury.  It was felt by Councillors that entering and exiting this lane was particularly dangerous.  This application site had the opportunity to widen the access to the proposed office building and the other industrial units located further down the lane.  A splayed entrance and widened lane would create a much safer access point and should be included in the application, as was suggested in the pre-app. It was proposed by Councillor A Glover, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED to return this comment to the Planning Officer.

(b)	Planning Decisions

The Chairman read the following decision:-

(i)	PA23/01395 - Franchis Holiday Park, Bochym Hill - Proposed siting of 1no. static holiday home on 'The Meadow' to the rear of the park - Approved

(c) 	Planning Correspondence

Neighbours of Sunny Corner were grateful to have the opportunity to negotiate with the applicants over the planning application for a balcony.  The new plans were now awaited.

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

The Clerk had obtained a quote for the replacement of part of the fence around the park.  It would cost £1620.  It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor N Harris and agreed to accept the quote.  The work would be booked in and a 50% deposit would be paid immediately.

Concern was raised by Councillor Mrs L Richards over the amount of vandalism in the park.  It was agreed to purchase CCTV signs to go on the gates.  The Clerk would order and install the signs.

One quote had been received for the installation of a tarmac track around the perimeter of the playing field.  Councillor N Harris would arrange to meet another contractor within the next week.

(b)	Highways

A new sign post had been erected on the village green pointing to St Keverne and the Lizard.

There was an overgrown 30mph sign on Gilly Hill which the Clerk would report.

The worn out speed signs were still causing confusion in White Cross.  The Clerk would email the new Highways Manager for the area to chase a previous report.

(c)	Public Rights of Way 

It was thought that the dog fouling in the area had improved.  This would continue to be monitored.

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The tree in the cemetery had been removed.  The wood from the tree had been left in the corner of the cemetery and was being taken away by residents for personal use.  It was suggested that a new tree be planted to replace the felled tree.

The planters located on the village green were looking untidy.  The Clerk was asked to contact the WI who had installed them to tidy them up or to remove them completely.

(e)	Emergency Plan

A first aid volunteers evening would had been held, with 12 people attending.  A helpful session on how to use the defibrillator was given by Paul Stainsby.

Councillors S Sugrue and A Glover were in the process of updating the plan and would have that work completed soon.  It was agreed that a simplified version of the plan would be acceptable.

9.	Conflict with BDO Audit

It was agreed that there was no conflict with the Councillors and the External Auditors.

10.	Financial Matters 

(a) 	To receive and approve the financial report for the previous two months

It was proposed by Councillor A Glover, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.

(b)	To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for grant funding 

A thank you letter from the Cornwall Air ambulance had been received.
