Reports

(a)
Report from Cury School

Lucy Wandless, Executive Head Teacher at Cury School, advised the meeting that she had been in post since January 2019 and had been made to feel very welcome.  She gave a brief history of her career, which included being appointed as Head Teacher at Godolphin School in 2013 followed by an additional Executive Head Ship at Garras in 2016.
A project called “Lizard Beacons” has been set up with Garras and Landewednack Schools to form a link with Poldhu Nursing Home to bring the generations together.  A songwriter would also work with the project to create a piece of music.

Cury School was part of the Southerly Point Academy and all of the schools worked together to provide more opportunities for the children of all the schools.  They had a great sports partnership with Mullion school and regularly joined together with Garras and Godolphin Schools to provide staff training.

Councillor R Wright asked how many children were on the school roll.  The Head Teacher advised that there were 35 pupils on the register.  Seven would be leaving in September to go to Secondary School and there were five anticipated to be joining in the Reception class.  However, several families had been to look around the school to bring children into various years.  Part of Mrs Wandless’s roll would be to market the school and to bring children into Cury School.

An Easter Service would be held at 2.30 on 02 April 2019 and everyone was invited to attend.
The Chairman thanked Mrs Wandless for attending the meeting and the Parish Council wished her well with the success of Cury School.

Report from Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand
Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand advised the meeting that he had joined the Goonhilly Development Masterplan Panel.  They wished to develop the site within the confines of the existing site, but would do it sympathetically and in conjunction with the AONB Team and Natural England.  It was hoped that some new jobs would be created.  Councillor J Rand would email the Clerk a brochure outlining developments at Goonhilly for distribution.
Several meetings had taken place between professions in the Education, Social Services and Health Teams prior to the departments being brought under one Directorate, instead of being split between Cornwall Council and the NHS.  The Team would focus on children and young people and would commence in April 2019.

Councillor J Rand would be meeting with the Portfolio Holder for Transport on Monday 18 March 2019.  He would be discussing the extension of the speed limit through Nantithet as well as gritting the main Cury road.

Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

Councillor S Sugrue advised the meeting that the last Panel Meeting had concentrated on distributing the £50,000 highways budget that the CNP had been devolved.  The Parish Council had asked for the Nantithet Speed Limit to be included in the joint Traffic Regulation Order, but it had been refused.  However, a flashing speed sign would be purchased which could be moved from village to village.
The June meeting would be held at Goonhilly, to which everyone was invited.

Playing Field
No issues were raised.

Highways
It was thought that the Chypons road was in a bad condition.  The Clerk would check and report any issues to the Highways Department.
(c)
Public Rights of Way 
The Clerk had contacted the Public Rights of Way Officer regarding the newly installed boardwalk between Cury and Gunwalloe being partially under water.  The Clerk was concerned that the river was not being dredged by the National Trust at Church Cove and was causing the river to back up and cause issues further up the valley.  The PRoW Officer had advised the Clerk that the boardwalk was designed to sit in water and would not be affected by the high running river.  However, Councillors were concerned about the impact the river was having on land and Councillor J Rand offered to take the issue further.
(d) 
Public Open Spaces
Councillor Miss P Oates had met with the Allotment Tenants at the Allotments.  Following one of the Allotments becoming available, the new Tenant had raised concern over the amount of rubbish left on the site.  This was encouraging badgers to burrow in the allotments and through to the Cemetery.  Two of the existing Allotments Tenants had volunteered to clear the allotment to allow the new Tenant to take on a clear Allotment. The Clerk would send a thank you letter to the gentlemen.

It was also mentioned that the Allotment Tenants would like the large tree, located between the Allotments and Cemetery, removed completely.  Councillors had previously discussed this and undertaken a professional survey of the tree which had proven that the tree did not require felling.  However, some branches did require some attention and the Clerk would ask the Tree Surgeon to visit the site.  There was also a large ornamental fir tree on one of the allotment plots which required removal. It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED to amend the tenancy agreement to state that no trees were allowed to be planted on the allotment plots.
The Clerk thanked Councillor Miss P Oates for meeting with the Tenants of the Allotments.

(e)
Emergency Plan

Councillor R Wright advised the meeting that 16 volunteers attended a session of First Aid Training held on 11 January 2019.  The next session of First Aid Training would take place on Friday 28 June 2019.
Additions to the Parish Electoral Roll this year numbered 22.  All had been invited by letter to join the volunteers and one had so far responded.

The annual Volunteers’ Event would take place in Cury Village Hall on Friday 14 June 2019.  Arthur Roberts from the Cornwall Emergency Planning Team would give a presentation about the winter challenges of snow and ice.

Some members were aware that the publication of updated community emergency plans on the Resilience Section of the Cornwall Council website ceased in 2016 which possibly coincided with when the Localism Team took over. Arthur Roberts had confirmed that responsibility for these plans has now reverted back to Emergency Management, so it was hoped that progress would now be made.

Goonhilly Solar Farm’s Community Fund
Councillor R Wright had circulated a report setting out the objectives of the fund and detailing the issues that could arise.  Councillors discussed the report and Cornwall Councillor J Rand was willing to Chair the panel, which would also consist of the Chairman of the Parish Council, one Councillor and a member of the public from Cury Parish.  There would be a minimum application amount of £100 and a maximum of £2,500 and the panel would meet once a year.
It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to take on the administration of the fund following the amendment of the draft document as listed above, and send it to Carey Green, the Fund Administrator.  One Councillor voted against the proposal.
