Reports

(a)
Report from Cury School

The Clerk read the report from the School to the meeting, as attached to these minutes.
(b)
Report from Cornwall Councillor W Sanger
Councillor W Sanger advised the meeting that Coastline Housing were selling off some of their housing stock in the area even though they had tenants willing to live in them.  Councillors were asked to observe the situation and to report any incidences taking place in the Parish.
A Carers Support Service had been launched to support voluntary carers which could be contacted on 0800 587 8191.

Cornwall Council’s Social Care Service had received a ‘Good’ OFSTED report following being placed in special measures six years ago.  Some work was required to improve the safeguarding element of the Service.

Helston Swimming Pool was closed from 11 – 25 July for essential maintenance work.

Helston Coronation Park had been put out to tender as part of the Devolution Project by Cornwall Council.  Expressions of interest were being invited to run the café, lake and surrounding area.  It was hoped that a successful application would be announced by the end of the year.  Councillor R Wright requested figures from Councillor W Sanger for Coronation Park, including income and costs, by the next meeting.

The Local Maintenance Partnership between Cornwall Council and Parish Councils had seen a 10% increase for 2016/17 following no increase for many years.  A review was now being undertaken and the results should be published in October 2016.

A Boundary Review was being conducted for the whole of Cornwall, as required by law.  The total numbers of councillors, names and boundaries of the ward will be assessed, along with the number of electors in each area.  A Final Decision will be published in April 2018 and the new boundaries will come into effect from May 2021.  An Electoral Review Panel made up of Councillors and Officers will assist the Boundary Commission.  At the same time, a Governance Review was being undertaken to look at how the Council operates, how decisions are made and what residents think of the existing Council.  The existing Leader and Cabinet system could remain, or Cornwall Council could operate the Committee System or have an elected Mayor.  Again, any changes would come into effect in May 2021.
The Chairman questioned Councillor W Sanger on the recent referendum which has resulted in the UK leaving the European Union.  He was disappointed that Cornwall Council did not publish information on what effect leaving or staying in the EU would have on Cornwall.

Councillor W Sanger invited questions or comments from Councillors and Electors at any time, not just at Parish Council Meetings.

Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

Councillor S Sugrue had attended the last Panel Meeting at which a presentation was given by Wheels to Work.  They provided scooters for unemployed people to hire to get themselves to work.

Planning Applications
(i) 
PA16/05806 – CJ Harry & Son – Polwin Manor Farm, Cury – Erection of an agricultural building
This application was viewed on the projector by everyone present.  No comments had been submitted to the Clerk from the public.

It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor P Ferris and RESOLVED to support the application.

The Clerk read out the following decision notices received from Cornwall Council:-

(c) 
Planning Correspondence
PA16/01296 - Higher Bochym Hill Farm, Bochym Hill, Cury Cross Lanes - Change of use from agricultural land to allow siting of four to six (four tents only proposed in the first year) self contained 'glamping' tents was due to be discussed by Cornwall Council’s Planning Committee on Monday 25 July 2016.  Councillor R Wright would be attending the meeting to support the application on behalf of the Parish Council.
Planning Enforcement had opened a new case for the creation of a vehicular access from land to the North of Tresvilla, Nantithet.  They had previously found that no access had been created, but were now investigating the case again following the submission of photographic evidence.

A Planning Enforcement complaint had been submitted to Cornwall Council back in March due to the siting of a mobile home on Land adjacent to Corantyn Cottage.  The Clerk had requested an update in the case, but had yet to received a response.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
Work was ongoing in and around the playing field following the Council’s decision to freshen up the area.  A new bench had been purchased and was awaiting installation.  The play equipment would be stained in due course and the rubber matting had been pressure washed.  It was suggested that the goal posts received a coat of paint, and the Clerk was asked to obtain a quote.
(b)
Highways
Concern was raised by Mr Roger Smout regarding the trees on the bank between the road and playing field.  He felt that they were incredibly dangerous and should be removed.  He had made contact with Cornwall Council and raised concern under Section 56 of the Highways Act.  It was hoped that they would act expediently, and Mr Smout would keep the Parish Council informed.
The bus shelter glass had been smashed by what appeared to be a pellet from an air gun.  A replacement pane of polycarbonate sheeting had been requested from ‘Bus Shelters’ and would be installed when they were next in the area.  The Clerk thanked Mr Smout for removing the shattered glass and for making the area safe.  Concern was raised over the use of air guns in the area and the Clerk was asked to report the matter to the Police.

(c)
Public Rights of Way 
Councillor Miss P Oates had attended a meeting regarding Public Rights of Way.  One of the topics discussed was Livestock in Fields with PROW’s.  It was suggested that a public meeting should be held to educate dog walkers in the Parish.  It was felt that attendance at such a meeting would be low, and that it could be incorporated in a future Community Network Panel Meeting instead.  The Clerk would make enquiries.

Public Open Spaces
Following the installation of the new, bigger bin in the Cemetery, bags full of dogs mess were now being left in the former position of the waste bin.  The Clerk would place a sign on the new bin in the Cemetery advising that dogs waste could be placed in it.

Emergency Plan

Councillor R Wright advised that the volunteer evening had taken place on Friday 17 June 2016 when representatives from Mullion Community Fire Station had given a presentation and a BBQ had been provided.  The Chairman thanked Councillor R Wright for organising such a great evening once again. It was proposed by Councillor R Wright that the Cornwall Air Ambulance could be invited to attend next years’ event.  The Chairman seconded this proposal, and it was RESOLVED to invite the Cornwall Air Ambulance to the 2017 Emergency Plan Event.

Projects for funding in the Village
The Clerk advised the meeting that the notice board had now been erected outside of the Village Hall.  
Works within the Playing Field were ongoing.

(g)
Nantithet Speed Limit
Councillor S Sugrue outlined his reasons for campaigning for a reduced speed limit in Nantithet.  He and Councillor R Wright had spent a considerable amount of time composing a letter and attachments to Cornwall Council to back up their case for an assessment of the road.  This had been circulated in draft form to all Councillors, and following some minor numbering changes, it was proposed by Councillor B Lugg, seconded by Councillor R Wright and RESOLVED to send the letter to Cornwall Councillor Bert Biscoe as Cabinet Member with copies to Andy James and Councillor W Sanger.  A formal written response to the letter was requested prior to a site meeting being held.  Councillor W Sanger advised the meeting that he would support the Parish Council on this matter.
