Report from Cury School

Planning Matters

Planning Applications
(i)
PA21/08066 - Mr Richard Nathan - Land And Buildings West Of Bonython Farmhouse, Bonython Estate - Proposed conversion of redundant barns and farmyard to holiday cottages and events venue
A discussion took place about this proposal, which was similar to a planning application previously submitted.  It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by the Chairman and RESOLVED to give no comment on this application.

The Chairman read the following decisions made by Cornwall Council:-

Planning Correspondence
The Planning Officer had asked for an agree to disagree decision on PA21/09438 – Gweal Wollas – Proposed extensions to house and formation of detached garage.  The Parish Council had previously objected to this application, and it was agreed to ask Cornwall Councillor Soady to take this application to Planning Committee.  Councillor J Rand agreed to brief him on the history surrounding this site.
Following a letter to the Chief Executive of Cornwall Council regarding the ongoing Planning Enforcement issue at Chez L’Ouest and a very disappointing response, Councillor J Rand agreed to speak to the Head of Planning Enforcement and request a site meeting to show the Officers how detrimental this situation was for the surrounding neighbours.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Equipment Proposal

Councillor Mrs L Richards had made arrangements for a site meeting with a local play equipment company that afternoon, which had had to be cancelled at short notice due to a vehicle breakdown.  It would be rescheduled in the near future.  There was no further update.

Playing Field
It was alleged at the vehicle gates to the playing field were locked.  The Chairman agreed to check on his way home.

Highways
The speed limit extension public consultation would commence in the near future.
Councillor R Wright asked the Clerk for an update on the traffic statistics through the village.   She would chase the Highways Manager for the report.

Public Rights of Way 
The Clerk had contacted the Countryside Access Team at Cornwall Council to report that the bridge at Lampra Mill on footpath 208/9/2 was broken.  The Chairman had offered to undertake the works if the materials were supplied.  The Access Team was still awaiting measurements and a list of materials required from the Chairman.

Public Open Spaces
The Chairman still needed to replace the Allotment gate.

Councillor N Harris had planted several oak trees along the hedgerow between the park and changing rooms in the playing field.

Financial Matters 
(a) 
To receive and approve the financial report for the previous two months

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to accept the Financial Report.  The Chairman signed the Report.

To receive any LGA 1972 Section 137 Requests for grant funding 

The Village Hall had asked the Parish Council to continue to fund £5 a week to help cover the cost of the post office using the Village Hall following the Parish Council donating 10 weeks’ worth of cover.  The Clerk was asked to find out why the Village Hall required additional funding.  It was suggested that if the Post Office was a success, the weekly booking should be self funding.  The initial donation was to help get the project off the ground and back up and running.

Community Infrastructure Levy Payments from Cornwall Council
The Parish Council had received £470.76 from Cornwall Council in CIL payments for the previous year.  This money needed to be spent on infrastructure in the Parish, and it was agreed to ring fence the money for spending in the Playing Field.

To approve the Calendar of Meetings for 2022
Due to the Chapel closing and being sold, a new venue would need to be found for the meetings in 2022.  The Clerk was speaking to the School to find out if meetings could be held in their building.  The Village Hall as unavailable on Wednesdays, but it may result in a change of day for the meetings in no other location could be found.

To ratify the Council’s decision to object to PA21/07481 – Development at Hospital Cross, Helston
Following a meeting held between all of the Parish Council’s on the Lizard Peninsula, a letter of objection had been submitted to the Planning Authority in relation to the above application.  The primary concern was the unsuitable location and the increase of traffic build up on the A3083 if this development was allowed to go ahead.  It was proposed by Councillor S Sugrue, second by Councillor J Rand and RESOLVED to ratify this decision.
