Report from Cury School

(a) 
Playing Field

Highways
A member of the public raised concerns about parking around the road narrowing at White Cross.  There was nothing stopping the cars parking alongside the build out, but it was agreed that the parking was dangerous and was pushing vehicles into the oncoming traffic for longer and into a blind bend. It was suggested that the Clerk wrote to the properties located close to the build out advising them of the parking available at Trelawney Terrace.

The Clerk was asked to contact the Highways Manager for an update on the traffic statistics through the village.
