4.
Minutes 
It was proposed by Councillor B Lugg, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting and the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 09 May 2018 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from the above approved minutes

Councillor B Lugg advised the meeting that Mr Paul Parfitt was no longer managing the Porthleven Ladies Football Team.  It was presumed that they were no longer using Cury’s football pitch and the Clerk was asked to contact Mr Parfitt and ask for the keys to be returned.

Reports

(a) Louise West – Wildanet – Lightening Fast Broadband

Louise West gave a presentation on Wildanet who were offering lightening fast, wireless internet to rural comminutes with poor internet.  She explained the technology involved and the costs surrounding their provision.  The company was based at Goonhilly and would provide wireless internet through community hubs via satellite dishes.  Cury went live on Tuesday and Wildanet would endeavour to get to all locations if there was a need for their services.

Report from Cury School

(c)
Report from Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand
Councillor J Rand advised the meeting that his workload was particular heavy at the moment with various meetings.
He had a meeting scheduled for next with the Portfolio Holder for Transport regarding the road network in Cornwall.  Councillor J Rand was asked to question the Portfolio Holder in relation to salting the road through Cury towards Mullion due to it being a bus route.

(d)
Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

A CNP meeting had been held the previous week which Councillor S Sugrue attended.  Councillor S Sugrue advised Councillors that before the Meeting he had spoken to Councillor John Martin, Deputy Chairman, about the notes of the previous meeting being distributed seven weeks after that event and only one week before the next meeting.  He was told that this was Cornwall Council procedure.  It was agreed by the Parish Council that this was not acceptable, and the Clerk would contact the Community Network Manager to raise the concerns.
The majority of the meeting was taken up by s presentation and Q+A session by First Bus Company.  Due to the overrun of that item, one item was deferred until the next Meeting.  Concern was raised over Councillor John Martin stating that at future CNP Meetings, only Cornwall Councillors and Helston Town Councillors would be allowed to speak.  This came as a surprise to Parish Councillors, and Councillor J Rand was asked to follow this up.
The CNP Highways Scheme had been launched and details would be sent to Councillors.  Suggestions should be made to the Clerk and a decision would be made at the September meeting of the Parish Council.  The Clerk would ask the CNP Manager to confirm that the Cury speed limit extension could be included in the one Traffic Regulation Order per year for the CNP Area.

Planning Matters

(a)
Planning Applications
It was agreed to take the first two applications together.

(i) PA18/05292- Mr M Caton - Bochym Manor, Cury Cross Lanes - Replace existing inappropriate conservatory superstructure with new powder coated superstructure 
(ii) PA18/05293 – Mr M Caton - Bochym Manor, Cury Cross Lanes - Listed building consent application to replace existing inappropriate conservatory superstructure with new powder coated superstructure 
It was proposed by Councillor B Lugg, seconded by Councillor R Wright and RESOLVED to support both applications.
(iii) PA18/05313 - Mrs E West - Chez L'ouest, Cury - Proposed New Dwelling 
Several members of the public attended the meeting to speak in relation to this proposal. 

 

One neighbour stated that the new plans were not significantly different to the last planning application, although this proposal was slightly more in line with the existing properties. 
Concerns were expressed about the caravan still being on the site after 28 months without planning consent and that even if consent was granted for the new Planning Application, the building would never be constructed.

 

After being asked what Cornwall Council was doing to have the caravan removed, Councillor J Rand explained the Planning Enforcement process.  He agreed to speak to the Legal Advisor for Planning regarding the community’s concerns and to report back to the Clerk.

 

Another neighbour stated that the proposal was overdevelopment of the site as the plans showed two separate dwellings ‘hidden’ under the proposal of one.

 

A discussion was held amongst Councillors regarding the provision of a condition if permission was granted.  It was suggested by the Planning Enforcement Officer previously that a condition could be placed on a permission to remove the caravan after 12 months of the permission being granted.

 

It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by the Chairman and unanimously RESOLVED to object to the planning application on the following grounds:-

 

· Overdevelopment of site

· Two dwellings were proposed, not one

· Not significantly different to the previous application, withdrawn by the Applicant in 2017, and subsequently removed from Cornwall Council’s website.

 

Should Cornwall Council be minded to approve the application, the Clerk was asked to request a condition be placed on the consent requiring that the caravan be removed from the site within 12 months of the permission being granted.

Cornwall Councillor J Rand again asked Councillors to consider a Neighbourhood Plan.  The next Community Network Panel meeting would be based on Planning and Neighbourhood Plans would be covered.  Everyone was welcome to attend.

Five members of the public then left the meeting.  The Chairman thanked everyone for attending, even with the change of time.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
The climbing tower and monkey bars had been repaired.
Councillor B Lugg was meeting with companies to discuss proposals for new play equipment.  He would take their suggestions to Cury School and ask for them to vote on their preferred choices in September.

Highways
Councillor K Lightfoot asked the Clerk to chase Cormac in relation to the blocked drains in the village.
(c)
Public Rights of Way 
It was noted that Footpath 6, from Cury to Gunwalloe was still closed.  Councillor Miss P Oates had spoken to the land owner and the ground was perfectly dry to undertake the repairs.  It was thought that the footpath should be open as soon as possible as this time of year was the busiest for walkers.  It was proposed by Councillor Miss P Oates, seconded by the Chairman to ask the Clerk to send a strongly worded email to the Countryside Officer at Cornwall Council.
(d) 
Public Open Spaces
The Clerk was unsure if Nick Syrett had removed the low horizontal branch which ran along the hedge.  She would check next week when she was meeting Robert Lawrence, Stone Mason, to discuss the leaning headstones in the cemetery.

(e)
Emergency Plan

The Chairman congratulated Councillor R Wright on the successful Emergency Plan Volunteers event and the first aid training.  It had been suggested to Councillor R Wright by the first aid training provide that the training should be made available twice a year.  It was proposed by Councillor R Wright, seconded by Councillor B Lugg and RESOLVED to support this proposal and for the Parish Council to fund the running costs.  It was suggested that the two training sessions each year should differ in content.
However, it was felt that it should be open to all Cury residents and not just the Emergency Plan volunteers.  It was suggested that a Facebook page for Cury (not Cury Parish Council) be created so that information could be posted online for residents.  Currently the Village Hall Facebook page was used for notices, which was not appropriate.  The Chairman would look into it.
Councillor R Wright gave a quick rundown of the costs involved in the Emergency Plan over the past year.
(f)
Projects for funding in the Village
The Cury Community Amenity Committee was soon to apply for funding for new play equipment.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED to donate £500.00 to the Committee.  It was thought that future donations may be required to secure grant funding.
It was suggested that there should be a Parish notice board and/or newsletter for all the organisations based in the village to use.  This would be discussed at the next meeting.

Speed limits

Councillor S Sugrue was awaiting a response from Cornwall Council to his most recent email in relation to the Cury Speed Limit Extension.

Local Government Boundary Commission Review for Cornwall – Draft Recommendations
The Boundary Commission had produced draft recommendations which were in line with Cury’s proposals.  Councillor R Wright was thanked for his robust, and well thought out, submission to the Boundary Commission.
It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Wright and RESOLVED to respond to the draft recommendations in support of the proposals and to suggest that the ward, which includes Cury, Gunwalloe, Mullion, Landewednack, Grade Ruan and St Keverne, be named the South Lizard Peninsula.

Correspondence

Councillor K Lightfoot advised the meeting that Coastline intended to sell No.1 Windy Ridge due to the previous tenants leaving the property.  It was known that at least one family currently living in the village qualified for the four bed house and that they were on the housing register.  The Clerk had already emailed Coastline asking for further information and would take this matter forward as there was an identified need for this property to remain as social housing.
It was noted that the BT phone box had been removed from White Cross without any consultation from Cornwall Council.  The Clerk was asked to take the matter further with Cornwall Council and BT.
