Report from Cury School

The Clerk read the report from the Head Teacher of Cury School.  The written report was attached to the minutes.

Report from Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand
Councillor J Rand advised the meeting that the Boundary Commission had suggested that 30% of existing Cornwall Councillors did not engage sufficiently.  That was part of their reasoning for reducing the numbers from 123 to 87 Councillors in 2021.  There was a fear by existing Councillors that volunteers would be asked to undertake too much work.  Councillor Rand also raised concern over the future of services provided by Cornwall Council due to inadequate funding being received from Central Government.
Councillor Rand had met with Councillor Geoff Brown, Portfolio Holder for Transport, regarding salting of the No37 bus route, speeding and the widening of the A3083.  He’s asked for a strategic review of the road network in Cornwall.  The salting route would be reviewed for the 2019-20 winter season.  In relation to the extension of the 30mph, evidence had shown that the average speed through Nantithet was below 30mph.  Mr Brown had suggested that if they set the speed limit at 30mph, people would actually drive faster.  Councillor S Sugrue advised that the Department of Transport guidelines suggested that speed limits should be set at the speed drivers were going along the road.  It was agreed that Councillors S Sugrue and R Wright would discuss the matter and decide on a way forward from this point.

Councillor S Sugrue had not attended the last CNP meeting.  The Clerk had circulated the minutes from that meeting.  The next meeting would take place on 5 June at Goonhilly to which everyone as invited.

Planning Matters

Planning Applications
The following application was received after the agenda was published:
PA19/03775 – Mr J Slade – Nanfan Farm – Conversion of barn to form dwelling with annex

A previous application at Nanfan Farm had caused neighbours to object to the increase in traffic along the single track lane leading to the farm, through a housing estate.  By creating a further two dwellings, it was inevitable that an increase in traffic would be seen.  The barn was also not redundant.  In fact, the owner of the barn appeared to have created an additional floor in the barn, since the last applications for the site, which would indicate that the barn was being used more now than in the past ten years. It was felt that the conversion of the barn to a dwelling would be overdevelopment of the site.  

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Wright and RESOLVED to object to the application on the above grounds.

Playing Field
Following the receipt of the Annual RoSPA report for the park, the recommendations were discussed. Councillor Miss P Oates advised the meeting that someone had been spotted trying to locate historic paths in the parish, one from Fir Croft, through Gwylls to the river at Poldhu and another from The Gue at Colvennor through to the Church.  No one seemed to know who she was, or why she was trying to locate these paths.
Although the Right to Roam legislation was now in place, it should be noted that walkers were only allowed to walk on designated paths, not all over the farm land.

Farmers were also reminded that cultivated fields must be left clear for 1.5 metres from the edge of the field where a footpath existed.

The Clerk was requested to contact the Countryside Officer regarding Footpath 10, Nanfan Farm, which led nowhere.  The path was not clearly way marked through Nanfan Farm.
