Report from Cornwall Councillor W Sanger
Councillor Sanger advised the meeting that less maintenance was now being undertaken on lesser used roads.  
A grant scheme had been launched by Cornwall Council to assist residents affected by surface water run-off.  The scheme would run until March 2015 and grants of up to £5,000 could be awarded to successful applicants.

The Woodland Trust were distributing free trees to communities and organisations and Councillor Sanger or the Clerk could provide further information to interested parties.

Although the Prime Minister had promised money to help rebuild Cornwall after the storms over the Winter, Cornwall Council had not yet been awarded any funding towards the repair works required in the County.

Councillor Sanger advised everyone present that he had a Community Chest fund of £2,195 which could be applied to by organisations and groups within his Ward to help towards projects.  Application forms were available from Councillor Sanger on wsanger@cornwall.gov.uk

The Chairman thanked Councillor Sanger for attending the meeting.

AONB Forum
Councillor Miss P Oates had attended the AONB Form held at Stoke Climsland.  She advised the meeting that the Forum focused on the provision of a Neighbourhood Plan by Parish and Town Councils.

A lengthy discussion took place in relation to the possibility of forming a Peninsula wide plan.  It was not know if other Parish Councils on the Lizard were minded to develop such a plan, and it was proposed by Councillor Miss P Oates, seconded by Councillor R Curnow and RESOLVED to instruct the Clerk to undertake further research into other Council’s views before inviting the Cabinet Member to give a presentation in September.  A public meeting would be held and information could be provided by other Parishes that are working towards a Neighbourhood Plan at the current time.  Councillor Sanger also agreed to undertake research with other Councils in his Ward and the Clerk would request further information from Cornwall Council.

It was noted that the Parish Council had discussed this issue last November and had decided that it was too much work to undertake as a single Parish Council, but that if a Lizard wide plan was being put together, Cury might be minded to join a working group with other Councils. This item would be placed under the Planning item on the July agenda.

Planning Decisions

The Chairman advised the meeting of the Planning Decisions made by Cornwall Council:-

It was noted that this application had been sent to the Parish Council for consultation between meetings.  As the application was for a very small scale development, and following discussions with Councillors, it was agreed to return no comments to the Planning Officer.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
It was noted that the swings were broken in the Playing Field.  The Clerk would have the swings looked at.
The Clerk was ask to instruct the Grounds Maintenance Contractor to strim the edges of the Playing Field right back to the hedge line and to ask the hedge trimmer to cut the hedges inside and outside of the park when he was next in the area.

The Clerk had been contacted by Cury Football Club.  They intended to apply to the Goonhilly Wind Farm fund for a grant towards purchasing a ride on mower and shed to keep it in.  It was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to send a letter of support for the application to the Football Club.  Savings would be made by the Parish Council if a mower was purchased as we currently have a contract with Cormac to cut the grass in the playing field.  The Clerk had offered her assistance in filling out the forms to the Football Club.
(b)
Highways
Six members of the public attended the meeting and made representations in relation to the speed limit at Nantithet.  The Clerk had also received four letters of concern from residents.  Parishioners were concerned about the speed in which vehicles approached, and passed through, Nantithet.  The national speed limit applied to the small hamlet, although it was single lane in places with a tight corner at the bottom of the valley.
Cornwall Councillor Walter Sanger advised the meeting that a survey had taken place on all A and B roads in his Ward.  This road had not been flagged up as requiring amendment to the speed limit, and the only road that had would not be changed due to the high costs involved.  It was noted that the road in question was unclassified.

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Mrs M Richards and RESOLVED to instruct the Clerk to write a strongly worded letter to the Highway Department of Cornwall Council which enclosed the residents’ letters requesting that the speed limit in Nantithet be reduced to 30mph from the existing speed restriction in White Cross through to Treloskan Cottage.  

Once a response had been received, the Clerk would contact the residents from Nantithet that had written letters of concern.

Six members of the public then left the meeting.

(c)
Public Rights of Way 
Following the consultation undertaken by Cornwall Council on the diversion of Footpath 10 at Nanfan Farm, Churchtown following the submission of Planning Application PA14/01524, Councillor R Wright asked if the Parish Council had received a response from Cornwall Council.  The Parish Council had not objected to this path being diverted to allow for the proposed development to take place, but had advised Cornwall Council that the existing path led to nowhere as the path ended at the parish boundary with Mullion and did not link up to any other path.  The Clerk had suggested to the Countryside Access Team that, in the future, the path should be stopped up completely and linked in with the existing path network in Cury, namely Footpath 6.  The Clerk would chase a response from the Countryside Access Team.

Public Open Spaces
Councillor A Murray advised the meeting that the herb garden was getting out of control and needed some attention.  Councillor Miss P Oates would speak to Mr Garnet Martin in relation to this matter.

Emergency Plan

Councillor R Wright advised the meeting that the adopted Emergency Plan had now been reproduced and circulated to the relevant persons.  It was suggested that the Launch Event took place sooner rather than later.  A further information session could then be held in the Autumn, if required.
(f)
Village Hall Car Park

The Parish Council had received a letter from the Village Hall Committee in relation to their car park.  The Committee would now be locking the car park, in accordance with their deeds, and would only open the car park to users of the Village Hall.  The Committee was asking the Parish Council where non-users’ cars would park when the car park was locked.  It was agreed that this was not a matter of concern for the Village Hall, nor the Parish Council.  If the Committee was required to lock the gates as the car park was a private car park, then that should already be happening.  It was also noted that the recycling banks would soon be removed as they were rarely being used.  The Clerk was asked to reply to the letter from the Village Hall Committee accordingly.

Jubilee Playing Field Committee

The second draft of the Constitution for this Committee had been circulated by the Clerk after it had been agreed to change the name of the Committee to the Cury Community Amenity Committee.  The first meeting of the Committee would take place in September, following the scheduled Parish Council meeting.  It was agreed to invite Mrs Brenda Lawrence and a representative from the Football Club to attend.

Cornwall Association of Local Councils Subscription for 2014/15
A renewal letter had been received from the Cornwall Association of Local Councils for subscription to the service for 2014/15.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to affiliate to the Association for the forthcoming year.

Insurance renewal for 2014/15
The Clerk had obtained quotes from Came and Company and Zurich for insurance cover for the forthcoming year.  Both companies had provided quotes for one year and three years.  A discussion took place regarding the quotes, and it was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor A Murray and RESOLVED to accept the three year quote from Came and Company.
