Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Equipment Proposal

Councillor Mrs L Richards had made some progress on the Playing Equipment project.  It was agreed by all Councillors that the equipment should be constructed from wood.  She suggested that the equipment should be inclusive and for the ages of 4-10 years.  Councillor N Harris would measure the empty rubber mat areas and plant the oak trees.

Playing Field
South West Play should be contacted by the Clerk for a replacement ball for the climbing net and junior flat swing seats.

Concerns were raised regarding cars driving in the playing field to access the changing rooms and to park alongside the pitch.  This would be monitored.

Highways
Cornwall Council had started an initial consultation with the Parish Council for the proposed changes to the speed limits between White Cross and the northern end of Nantithet.  It was agreed to support the proposal.
Councillor R Wright asked the Clerk for an update on the traffic statistics through the village.   She advised the meeting that the survey would take place in September.
Concern was raised over the verges not being cut in and around the village.  The Clerk was asked to request that the verges between the Golf Club and Poldhu be cut.

Public Rights of Way 
The Clerk had contacted the Countryside Access Team at Cornwall Council to report that the bridge at Lampra Mill on footpath 208/9/2 was broken.  The Chairman had offered to undertake the works if the materials were supplied.  The Access Team was awaiting measurements and a list of materials required from the Chairman.
