6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

The Diocese of Truro were in discussions with an academy about the future of Cury School.

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

The issue of funding for the Royal Cornwall Museum in Truro had now been resolved.

One sign at Nantithet still required to be installed.

Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady advised the meeting that there were discussions at County Hall about the Fire Service Control Room being relocated, although there was no information forthcoming at the current time.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Network Panel

Councillor S Sugrue had attended the meeting held the previous evening.  Councillor John Keeling was re-elected as the Chairman and Councillor John Martin as the Vice Chairman.  Community Area Partnerships would replace the Community Network Panels from June 2023 and meetings would be held quarterly.  There was some concern that the Helston and South Kerrier CNP would be lumped with the Hayle CNP.  It was also suggested that face to face meetings would make the Panels more effective.  The Clerk was asked to obtain clarification from Maxine Hardy, the CNP Manager.

There was also a brief update from a representative from RNAS Culdrose.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

(i)	PA22/08018 - Mr C Haskell – Little Treloskan – Proposed kitchen extension to replace conservatory, with additional bedroom at first floor and handrail to existing balcony

No comments had been made online.

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to return no comment.

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

The Chairman thanked Councillor S Sugrue for repairing the meter box in the play area.

Although the play equipment was already in place, the final invoice had yet to be paid as the Cornwall Community Foundation had yet to release the grant funding.

(b)	Highways

Councillor S Sugrue felt that vehicles were now passing down Nantithet Hill and through Nantithet at better speeds since the speed limit was introduced.  Councillor N Harris, however, did not think that speeds had reduced down Gilly Hill due to the speed limit sign being too close to Treloskan Cottage.

(c)	Public Rights of Way 

The footpath sign at the beginning of 208/3 was missing.  This was causing confusion over where the path was and walkers were using Colvennor Lane as an access point.

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The tree between the cemetery and the allotments was still in situ.  Another quote had been obtained for its removal.  It was suggested that all lengths that could be moved by hand should be left in the allotments for removal by parishioners over the winter.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to remove the tree as per the quote.

(e)	Emergency Plan

It was agreed to have a defibrillator training session now that the defibrillator was in situ at the Village Hall.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to fund the evening.

9.	Audit 2021/22

The Audit for 2021/22 had now been completed with no comments from the External Auditor.
