Planning
PA20/06703 – Bonython Farmhouse, Bonython Estate – Proposed conversion of redundant barns and farmyard to holiday cottages and events venue
A lengthy discussion was had regarding this application.  Councillor R Wright raised his concerns about the events venue causing disruption.  He proposed a neutral response, and the Chairman supported Councillor R Wright’s proposal.
Councillor S Sugrue proposed that the Parish Council supported the application as it would be of benefit to the parish in bringing tourism into the Village.  Also, the location of Bonython is on the outskirts of the Parish and would not cause too much disruption to residents.  It was also felt that converting the disused barns would secure their future.  The proposal was seconded by Councillor N Harris and received five votes.

Playing Field
