Report from Cury School

The Clerk read the report to the meeting, as attached to these minutes.

Report from Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand
Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand gave an update on his workload for the past two months.
He advised that CORSERV were in the process of setting up a new company to manage the adult social care sector in house.
The Cornwall Community Flood Forum had provided a wealth of knowledge on up and coming technology to help warn communities about flood risks.  A discussion took place around having a flashing light system in Nantithet when the ford was running due to heavy rain fall.  Councillor Julian Rand would send the link to flood risk document which covered Cury Parish.  He had also received a briefing regarding Climate Change and Planning which covered building in coastal risk zones and on flood plains.  A presentation by Dr Dave Watkins at the last Community Network Panel was based around communities preparing and planning for flood emergencies in the future.

Councillor Rand advised the meeting that he was still working for a strategic review of the roads and lanes in Cornwall, as well as trying to secure match funding from Cornwall Council for the Goonhilly project and was also campaigning for Fairer Funding for Cornwall.

Planning Applications
No planning applications had been received from Cornwall Council.

Planning Decisions

(i)
PA19/06943 - Mr R Nathan - Former Post Office, Cury Cross Lanes - Part change of use to gallery and internal alterations. Screening to extract system - Approved
(ii)
PA19/07417 – Mr R Curnow - Continued use of land for the stationing of 8 caravans (for occasional seasonal occupation by farm workers) - Nanfan Farm Churchtown – Approved
Councillor Curnow made a complaint to the Chairman about how his application (PA19/074167) was handled at the previous meeting on 9 October 2019.  He had asked the Council whether they had any questions to put to him about his application before he left the room but there were none.  (He was required to leave the room because he had made a Declaration of Interest).  He felt that the Chairman had objected incorrectly to his application and felt that it was unfair that he was not able to defend the objections made.  The Chairman explained that the Parish Council had to be seen to be consistent when dealing with planning applications, and that the increase in the number of caravans from 5 to 8 constituted an increase in traffic movement from Church Lane, where another application for development had been objected to on the same grounds.  The application was not for a renewal as such, as put forward, but for the permanent placing of 8 caravans at Nanfan Farm.  Councillor Curnow declined to accept this and Councillor Lugg suggested that the matter should be discussed outside of the meeting so the Council could move on.  His suggestion was met with resistance and Councillor Lugg felt that he was no longer able to sit at a meeting at which a Member of the Council continued to argue in public with other members of the Council about their objections to his own Planning application.  Councillor Lugg then left the meeting.  Councillor Curnow continued and asked the Clerk why Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand MBE had not been advised of that meeting.  The Clerk explained that that extraordinary meeting was advertised as legally required, but that she had omitted to email a copy of the agenda to Councillor Rand, for which she apologised.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
Mr Geoff Henwood had cut the hedges in the playing field.
The work on painting the play equipment had yet to commence, although Mr Ormond had been instructed to undertake the work.  The Clerk had also asked him to provide a quote for painting the fence surrounding the play area.  She would obtain another quote from Mr Rosevear (Councillor Wright’s contact) for the painting of the fence.

The Clerk and Councillor Wright had met with Mr Greg Adams, Solicitor for Randle Thomas, who hold the deeds for the Playing Field.  There was no Trustee Document present and Mr Adams confirmed that the Conveyance simply stated that the field was owned by the Parish Council and it was their responsibility to maintain it.  The Clerk had asked the Cornwall Association for Local Councils for their advise on charging for the use of the playing field by third parties.
(b)
Highways
Following on from the earlier discussion about flooding and the suggestion of a flashing light in Nantithet to highlight when the ford was running, Councillor R Wright suggested an audit of the storm water system be undertaken.  The Clerk was asked to obtain a drain gulley map for the Parish so that the audit could be commenced.
The drains in White Cross were blocked and the Clerk was asked to report them to Cornwall Council.

No issues were raised.

Public Open Spaces
Several branches had fallen from the tree situated between the Cemetery and the Allotments.  The Clerk had contacted the Tree Surgeon for a quote for removing the broken branches and for removing the tree completely.  A discussion was had regarding the pros and cons of keeping the tree, and it was proposed by Councillor R Curnow, seconded by Councillor K Lightfoot and RESOLVED (by three votes to two) to have the broken branches removed but to leave the tree in situ.  The Clerk would instruct the Tree Surgeon to undertake the work as soon as possible.

Emergency Plan

Councillor R Wright advised the meeting that the current Emergency Plan would cover flooding in the Parish, should such an event occur.
(f)
Projects for Funding in the Village 

Councillor B Lugg was not present for this part of the meeting so there was no update on the installation of a granite stone.
It was suggested that fruit trees be planted in the playing field for the enjoyment of residents of the village.  They could be planted on the land between the changing rooms and the dug outs.  It was thought that this was a good idea and the Chairman agreed to undertake some research into purchasing the trees and to come back to the next meeting with a proposal.

Speed Limits
The Clerk had submitted an Expression of Interest to the Community Network Panel for the creation of a speed limit through Nantithet to be considered during the next round of funding.
