Three members of the public were in attendance.


The Chairman opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.


1.	Apologies

Cornwall Councillor A Soady had submitted his apologies for absence.

2.	Declarations of Interest 

None.

3.	Chairman’s Comments

The Chairman thanked Councillor J Rand for chairing the July meeting in his absence.

4.	Minutes 

It was proposed by Councillor S Sugrue, seconded by Councillor Mrs L Richards and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meetings held on Thursday 27 July 2023 be approved as a true record and be duly signed by the Chairman.

5.	Matters arising from the above approved minutes

6.	Reports

(a)	Report from Cury School

Councillor Julian Rand was keeping in touch with the academy proposing to open a special school on the Cury School site.  He advised that they were hoping to receive their first pupils at June 2024, which was later than hoped.  Eight pupils would commence, building to 20 in the future.  A planning application from the academy would be discussed later in the meeting, but quotes were already being obtained.

(b)	Report from Cornwall Councillor Anthony Soady

Cornwall Councillor A Soady had submitted his apologies for absence.  He had sent an email to advise Councillors that he was campaigning for a new road to be built from Helston to the Gweek Road to alleviate the traffic problems on the A3083 at Culdrose.

(c)	Helston and South Kerrier Community Area Partnership

Councillor J Rand advised the meeting that the CAP had met on 18 September at Isaac House, Helston.  That meeting had a workshop structure and he was required to reply to funding request emails on an ad hoc basis.

7. 	Planning Matters

(a)	Planning Applications

i)	PA23/06737 – Colvennor Farm – General purpose agricultural shed

The Applicant attended the meeting and advised that the existing agricultural shed was of no use to the contracting business that he now ran.  The proposed shed would be more functional for the equipment that he wished to keep in it and would be located away from the neighbouring dwellings.

The Chairman felt that the existing shed was more than adequate for what was needed.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED not to comment on this application.

Two members of the public left the meeting.

(ii)	PA23/05929 – Cury School – Disused school to be refurbished as a SEN school with small extension to rear, roof replacement and new car park

The application was discussed in some detail, including the concerns raised by Historic Environment Planning.

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs L Richards, seconded by Councillor S Sugrue and RESOLVED to support this application.

(b)	Planning Decisions

The Chairman read the following decisions:-

(i)	PA23/03286 - The Wheel Inn, Cury Cross Lanes - Remodelling and reinstatement of public house (with replacement managers accommodation at first floor with new letting rooms) with new extensions over the footprint of storage barn and new storage area. Demolition of existing storage building, toilet and family room. Construction of new freestanding annexe in car park providing four additional holiday letting apartments – Approved

(ii)	PA23/02208 - Sunny Corner, White Cross - Loft conversion and balcony area - Approved

8. 	Parish Matters

(a) 	Playing Field

Councillor N Harris had met with another contractor to discuss the installation of a tarmac track around the perimeter of the playing field.  A quote had yet to be received, and the Clerk would chase the contractor.

The replacement of part of the fence around the park would commence in the next few weeks.

The Clerk had ordered CCTV signs to go on the gates to the play area, and Councillor S Sugrue would install the signs.

Councillors N Harris and S Sugrue were willing to do some litter picking.  They would find a mutually convenient date and let everyone know.  The Clerk would order some litter pickers.

(b)	Highways

Cornwall Council were consulting on cancelling the school bus service from Cury to Mullion.  Councillor J Rand would respond to the consultation stating the case that the bus service is much needed along the very dangerous road.

Cars were parking on the verge adjacent to the entrance of Colvennor Farm which was causing visibility problems for vehicles leaving the lane.  The Clerk would send a letter to the owners of the vehicles who were thought to live nearby.

The signs in Cury were still in need of replacement – they had faded from 30mph back to the national speed limit.  The Clerk would contact Highways.

(c)	Public Rights of Way

(d) 	Public Open Spaces

The planters located on the village green had been tidied up.  A member of the public suggested that the hedge be cut back as the brambles were taking over the Green.  A discussion took place about how much should be cut back, and the Clerk was asked to instruct the Contractor to cut the hedge back sympathetically to strike a balance between tidiness and conservation protection.

(e)	Emergency Plan

The emergency plan had been adopted and was being printed.  The website had been updated.

9.	Parish Council banner

The Clerk would speak to the Village Hall about purchasing a banner advising of a meeting that week to be installed on the barrier.
