Meeting with Andrew O’Brien, Affordable Housing Team Leader on Wednesday 8 October 2014 at 7.30pm

The Clerk advised the meeting that the above meeting had been arranged.  It was hoped that the Affordable Housing Team Leader could provide an insight into the Housing Register and the actual need for affordable housing in the parish.  The Clerk suggested that the Ward Member for Cornwall Council, Councillor Sanger, may be able to interrogate the existing housing register to ascertain the level of local need in the Parish.

It was noted that development had taken place at Nantithet Cottage that was beyond what had been granted planning Permission for.  The Clerk was asked to contact the owners of the property prior to reporting the breach to the Planning Enforcement Team.

Parish Matters

(a) 
Playing Field
The Clerk advised the meeting that the swing structure had been completely replaced and was looking great.  In relation to the replacement steps to the slide, the quote received had been for more money than the Clerk had previously been authorised to spend.  It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor Miss P Oates and RESOLVED to accept the quote and the Clerk was asked to respond to the contractor accordingly.
It was again noted that the extensive refurbishment of the play equipment that took place in 2013 was to an unsatisfactory standard.  Although legal action against the contractor that undertook the work was discussed, it was felt that this would be a waste of tax payers’ money.  A lesson had been learnt by the Parish Council, and the Clerk was asked to write a letter to the previous contractors requesting that they make a contribution towards the ongoing costs of replacing and repairing the play equipment that was supposedly refurbished only 12 months ago.

Highways
Following the request for the Highways Department to erect ‘S Bend’ signs at Nantithet, the work was undertaken very quickly.
It was noted that the top of the hedge adjacent to Trelawney Terrace required strimming.  The Clerk was asked to contact the Highways Department at Cornwall Council.

Parish Council Vacancy
The Clerk had circulated the information received in relation to the two applicants.  It was agreed to continue advertising the vacancies up until the beginning of November and to invite all applicants to the November meeting to give a brief introduction of themselves before a decision was made.

Neighbourhood Plan

An informal meeting had been held with the Neighbourhood Planning Officer who had explained the background and necessity of Neighbourhood Plans.  She had suggested that due to the small size of the Parish of Cury, it was not essential for the Parish to undertake the huge task of creating a plan as Cury would not be suitable for large developments due to the constraints already included in the Local Plan.  She confirmed that natural development growth within the Parish would happen with or without a plan.

It was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Councillor R Wright and RESOLVED not to undertake a Neighbourhood Plan at the current time.  This could be revised in the future, if required.  As a tentative meeting had been planned for the end of September in relation to a Neighbourhood Plan, Councillor Miss P Oates would cancel the village hall booking and the Clerk would advise Officers that the meeting was no longer required.
